Captain Preston was born 21 October 1968 in Kenosha, Wisconsin.  After graduating from high school in 1986, Capt Preston attended the University of Texas at San Antonio where he received a Bachelor of Arts in Economics in 1990.   Capt Preston received his Juris Doctorate from Texas Tech University in May 1994 and was licensed to practice law in Texas the same month.  

Before entering the Air Force, Capt Preston served in the United States Marine Corps Reserve from September 1988 to May 1994.  He enlisted as an F-4 Egress/ Environmental Systems Mechanic and later transferred to the infantry where he served as a team leader for a forward reconnaissance team.   His assignments with the Marines included Marine Fighter/Attack Squadron 112, Naval Air Station, Dallas Texas; 4th Marine Reconnaissance Battalion, Ft Sam Houston Texas; and 6th Motor Transport Battalion, NMCRC, Lubbock Texas.  In 1991, then-Corporal Preston was activated in support of Operation Desert Storm.   He was assigned as a member of the 5th Marine Expeditionary Force (V MEF), Camp Pendleton CA.   While assigned to V MEF, he served as a team leader for drug interdiction operations in the southwestern United States.   He subsequently achieved the rank of Sergeant before transferring to the Air Force in May 1994.  

Capt Preston entered active duty with the Air Force on 12 May 1994 as an Assistant Staff Judge Advocate, 82nd Training Wing, Sheppard Air Force Base, Texas.  In July 1996, Capt Preston became the Area Defense Counsel for Sheppard Air Force Base, a position he held until being assigned his current position with the Contract Dispute Resolution Directorate.   During his tenure at Sheppard AFB, Capt Preston served as trial or defense counsel in over 60 court-martials.   Capt Preston currently represents the Air Force in contract disputes before the Armed Services Board of Contract Appeals.  He has represented the Air Force in over 40 contract disputes, primarily in the areas of construction and services contracting.    As part of this practice, Capt Preston has been actively involved in the use of Alternative Dispute Resolution (ADR) to resolve contract cases.  He has conducted a number of ADR’s including summary trial, mediation, and fact-finding.   

Capt Preston’s personal awards and decorations include the Meritorious Service Medal, the Air Force Commendation Medal (w/ OLC), the Select Marine Corps Reserve Medal, 82 MSS Company Grade Officer of the Quarter (1995), and 82 TRW Company Grade Officer of the Quarter (1996).
