SUBJECT:	Application for Correction of Military Records





The applicant, while serving in the grade of airman first class, was discharged from the Air Force on 3 Feb 92 under the provisions of AFR 39-10 (Miscellaneous/General Reasons).  She served 2 years, 4 months and 27 days total active service.





Requested Action.  The applicant is requesting her narrative reason for separation be changed from voluntary-miscellaneous reasons to reduction in force.  She indicates at the time she applied for separation she was stationed at an overseas base being closed.  She had contributed maximum dollars into her college fund and was assured it would be intact upon her discharge.  In May 92, she tried to use the fund for college and it was denied.  She claims she would have stayed in had she known.





Conclusion and Recommendation.  We have reviewed her master personnel record and confirmed that she was assigned at an overseas base being closed with reduction in force measures being applied.  Therefore, we recommend AFBCMR direct applicant's records be corrected to indicate her reason for separation as being "Reduction in Force" with a separation code of "KCC." She has not filed a timely request.
