Major Brent Curtis is Chief of the Bankruptcy Litigation Branch of the Commercial Litigation Division, Air Force Legal Services Agency.

Major Curtis was born and raised in Doylestown, Pennsylvania.  He was awarded a Bachelor of Science degree in Music Education from Bob Jones University in 1980.  Prior to entering the Air Force, he taught school in Montgomery County, Pennsylvania at the junior and senior high school levels, and pursued additional undergraduate studies in computer science.

In 1984, Major Curtis was commissioned a second lieutenant as a distinguished graduate of Officer Training School.  His initial assignment was to the Air Force Institute of Technology, Wright-Patterson Air Force Base (WPAFB), Ohio, as an education and training officer.  There he served as Assistant Chief and then Chief, Student Information Systems, and finally as Chief, Academic Scheduling and Registration.  From 1989 to 1992 Major Curtis attended the University of Dayton School of Law (UDSL) via the Funded Legal Education Program and interned with the 2750th Air Base Wing Legal Office and the Air Force Logistics Command’s Contract Law Center at WPAFB, as well as the Federal Magistrate with the U.S. District Court for the Southern District of Ohio, Western Division.  As a student, he filed an amicus brief and participated in oral argument of United States v. Gillete before the full Court of Military Appeals, providing a position the Court described as "the fairest resolution of the case."  35 M.J. 468, 470 (1992).  Major Curtis graduated cum laud with three American Jurisprudence Awards, and an article published in the UDSL Law Review. 
In September of 1992, Major Curtis was assigned to the 375th Airlift Wing at Scott Air Force Base, Illinois where he served as Chief of Legal Assistance and Preventive Law, then Chief of Military Justice and Adverse Actions, and finally as Claims Officer.  In May of 1995 he was assigned to Headquarters Air Force Space Command at Peterson Air Force Base (PAFB), Colorado where he served as Director of Plans and Requirements.  While at PAFB, he also served as Deputy Staff Judge Advocate with the 21st Space Wing from June, 1996 until August, 1997 when he left to enter the Masters of Law Program at George Washington University where he received his LL.M. in Government Procurement Law.  In July, 1998 he was detailed to the DoD Office of General Counsel to assist with the investigation into the transfer of satellite technology to foreign governments, and then was assigned to the Claims and Disputes Branch of the Commercial Litigation Division.  Major Curtis was made Chief of the Bankruptcy Litigation Branch in July, 1999 where he currently serves.

Major Curtis' decorations include the Meritorious Service Medal and the Air Force Commendation Medal with 1 Oak Leaf Cluster.  He completed Squadron Officer School by correspondence in 1986 and in residence in 1989 and completed Air Command and Staff College by correspondence in 1999.
