Lieutenant Colonel Mark R. Land is Chief, Acquisition Division, HQ Air Force Space Command, Peterson AFB CO. 

Born in 1958, Colonel Land grew up in the Chicago, Illinois, area and in Michigan. He graduated from Midland High School, Midland, Michigan, in 1976, and, in 1980, he received a bachelor of arts degree from the James Madison Residential college at Michigan State University.
