Walter H. Pupko 

Mr. Walter Pupko is an ethics attorney assigned to the Directorate of Ethics and Fraud, Air Force Materiel Command Law Office. A native of New York City, Mr. Pupko graduated from Harpur College (the State University of New York at Binghamton) in 1971 with a BA in political science, and from the University of Arkansas School of Law in 1975, where he was Citations Editor of the Arkansas Law Review. 

After graduation from law school, Mr. Pupko became Captain Pupko, entering the Judge Advocate General's Corps of the United States Army. After tours at Fort Campbell, KY, Seoul, Korea, and Fort Lee, VA, Captain Pupko again became Mr. Pupko, and began a career in the civil service of the United States with a position as an attorney-advisor in the Contract Law section of the legal office at the Oklahoma City Air Logistics Center.

In 1985, Mr. Pupko accepted a position with the US Army Contracting Agency (now Command), Europe, as a contracts attorney in Frankfurt, Germany. This office provided legal advice and support to all Army contracting offices in Europe. In 1987, the office was reorganized, and Mr. Pupko became the Regional Counsel for the Regional Contracting Office, Frankfurt. RCO Frankfurt was possibly the largest installation contracting office in the Army. The main office and five suboffices awarded contracts of approximately $300 million annually in support of the 10 military communities of the Army V Corps and several tenant activities.

In 1991, Mr. Pupko joined the Defense Logistics Agency, Europe, as Associate Counsel for the Defense Subsistence Region, Europe. Among other duties, Mr. Pupko became the Fraud Counsel and the Ethics Counsel for DLA, Europe.

Mr. Pupko returned to the United States in 1994, accepting his current position with the AFMC Law Office. His primary responsibility is to coordinate the AFMC Procurement Fraud Remedies Program, but Mr. Pupko devotes a significant portion of his time to the AFMC Ethics Program. He has been a lecturer on fraud at the Air Force Systems and Logistics Contracting Course, and has been a lecturer on standards of conduct for AFIT. In addition, he has lectured on standards of conduct for courses presented the Aeronautical Systems Center, and presented numerous standards of conduct briefings throughout Wright-Patterson AFB.
