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GENERAL:  The applicant appeals for upgrade of discharge to Honorable.

The applicant was offered a personal appearance before the Discharge Review Board but declined to exercise this right.

The attached brief contains the available pertinent data on the applicant and the factors leading to the discharge.

FINDINGS:  Upgrade of  discharge is denied.

The board finds that neither evidence of record nor that provided by the applicant substantiates an inequity or impropriety which would justify a change of discharge.

The  applicant's issue is listed in the attached brief.  

The applicant states that his record of service justifies no less than an honorable discharge.  The Board found, in a thorough review of records, that the applicant was found guilty of drug abuse by SCM Order No. 2 dated 6 Nov 95 and reduced in grade to Staff Sergeant and confined for 6 months.  As no punitive discharge was ordered, his commander subsequently recommended discharge, and the applicant submitted a conditional waiver of his right to an administrative discharge board for no less than a general, under honorable conditions, discharge.  This was accepted with discharge following.  An appeal for lengthy service probation was declined by the Secretary of the Air Force in an instrument dated 5 August 1996.  

While the Board recognizes the outstanding service records compiled in the applicant’s 17+ years of service, they found that the seriousness of the applicant’s  misconduct, i.e., drug abuse, outweighs the applicant's otherwise satisfactory service.  The Air Force's drug policy is well publicized and all are continually made aware that illegal drug use is not tolerated.

CONCLUSIONS:  The Discharge Review Board concludes that the discharge was consistent with the procedural and substantive requirements of the discharge regulation and was within the discretion of the discharge authority and that the applicant was provided full administrative due process.

In view of the foregoing findings the board further concludes that there exists no legal or equitable basis for upgrade of discharge, thus the applicant's discharge should not be changed.
