GENERAL:  The applicant appeals for upgrade of discharge to Honorable. 
The applicant was offered a personal appearance before the Discharge Review Board (DRB) but declined to exercise this right.
The attached brief contains the available pertinent data on the applicant and the factors leading to the discharge.
Applicant’s issues are also attached.

FINDINGS:  Upgrade of discharge is denied.
Issues.  Applicant was discharged for drug abuse.  He had an Article 15 for wrongful use of marijuana during the period 1 July 1997 to 27 January 1998.  Applicant now contends his misconduct was of an isolated nature, and he had been a top performer.  At the time of the Article 15, member was due to be court-martialed and his defense attorney made an “offer for case disposition.”  This agreement consisted of member accepting an article 15 and administrative discharge in lieu of being court-martialed.  The Board noted that while this situation was not officially termed a “Chapter 4 request for discharge in lieu of court-martial”, it essentially amounted to such.  Normal course of action in similar cases is for the offender to receive an “Under Other Than Honorable Conditions” (UOTHC) discharge.  That is also what is normally recommended for drug abuse offenders.  In applicant’s case, he had apparently abused drugs over a nearly 7 month period, hardly considered isolated.  Furthermore, at the time of the administrative discharge processing, he waived his right to submit further statements on his own behalf.  The Board concluded the applicant’s  misconduct was a significant departure from conduct expected of  military members.  No inequity or impropriety in his discharge was found.  The DRB concluded the character of and reason for discharge were appropriate due to applicant’s misconduct.
Applicant stated he is now a productive member of his community and society.  While the Board recognizes that applicant’s conduct may have improved since his discharge, and commends him for this, it is not relevant to the period of service under review, and therefore, does not provide a basis for upgrade.  This information alone is not sufficient grounds to overcome the factors that were the basis for the discharge.

CONCLUSIONS:  The Discharge Review Board concludes the discharge was consistent with procedural and substantive requirements of the discharge regulation and was within the discharge authority’s discretion, and that the applicant was provided full administrative due process.

In view of the foregoing findings the board further concludes there is no legal or equitable basis to upgrade the discharge, thus the applicant's discharge should not be changed.
