GENERAL:  The applicant appeals for upgrade of discharge to Honorable.

The applicant was offered a personal appearance before the Discharge Review Board (Board) but declined to exercise this right.

FINDINGS: Upgrade of discharge is denied.

The Board finds that neither evidence of record nor that provided by the applicant substantiates an inequity or impropriety that would justify a change of discharge.

The applicant’s issues are contained in a letter submitted with his application.

Issue 1 deals with the accomplishments the member achieved in his almost-17 years of Active and Reserve service.  The applicant states his record of performance justifies an honorable discharge.  The Board reviewed the entire record and noted the outstanding performance ratings.  However, the negative aspects of the serious offense [i.e., drug abuse, which the applicant disclaims to this day, although “cordially deal(ing) with their (Administrative Discharge Board and Board of Officers) decision”] outweigh the positive contributions he made during his service.  The only contention of impropriety in the drug testing comes from the applicant finding it “a little strange that they can ship, perform, and send back results in nine days and think it’s done properly.”  He offers no further indication that the testing was improperly performed or handled.  The Air Force's drug policy is well publicized and all are continually made aware that illegal drug use is not tolerated.

Issue 2 applies to the applicant's post-service activities.  The Board recognized the applicant's efforts to support his family, to be a productive member of society, and the pride he takes in being a former member of the United States military; however, no inequity or impropriety in his discharge was suggested or found in the course of the records review.  The Board concluded that the character of and reason for discharge were appropriate due to his misconduct.

CONCLUSIONS:  The Discharge Review Board concludes that the discharge was consistent with the procedural and substantive requirements of the discharge regulation and was within the discretion of the discharge authority and that the applicant was provided full administrative due process.

In view of the foregoing findings the Board further concludes that there exists no legal or equitable basis for upgrade of discharge, thus the applicant's discharge should not be changed.
