	The applicant requests correction of military records as stated in the application to the Board and as restated herein.





	The Board, established pursuant to authority contained in 10 U.S.C. 1552, convened at the call of the Chairperson on the above date.  In accordance with Army Regulation 15-185, the application and the available military records pertinent to the corrective action requested were reviewed to determine whether to authorize a formal hearing, recommend that the records be corrected without a formal hearing, or to deny the application without a formal hearing if it is determined that insufficient relevant evidence has been presented to demonstrate the existence of probable material error or injustice.

APPLICANT REQUESTS:  That his separation document (DD Form 214) be corrected to show a character of service of honorable.





APPLICANT STATES:  In effect, that he believes that his character of service on his DD Form 214 dated 18 December 1996 incorrectly reflects a character of service of “Uncharacterized” and should read “Honorable” instead.





EVIDENCE OF RECORD:  The applicant's military records show:





While serving in the California Army National Guard, the applicant entered initial active duty for training (IADT) on 8 July 1996.  He successfully completed his advanced individual training as a parachute rigger at Fort Lee, Virginia and was released from active duty training (ADT) on 18 December 1996.  He had served 5 months and 11 days of total active service.





His DD Form 214 shows that he was returned to his National Guard unit and that his character of service (item 24) was uncharacterized.





Army Regulation 635-200 serves as the authority for the separation of enlisted personnel.  It states, in pertinent part, that Army National Guard and USAR soldiers who are in an entry level status and who successfully complete a period of IADT, will receive a character of service of “Uncharacterized” even though they successfully complete their IADT. 





DISCUSSION:  Considering all the evidence, allegations, and information presented by the applicant, together with the evidence of record, applicable law and regulations, it is concluded:





1.  The applicant was properly released from IADT after successfully completing his entry level training.  Accordingly, he was issued an “Uncharacterized” character of service in accordance with the applicable regulations.  Therefore, there is no basis to grant his request.





2.  In order to justify correction of a military record the applicant must show to the satisfaction of the Board, or it must otherwise satisfactorily appear, that the record is in error or unjust.  The applicant has failed to submit evidence that would satisfy the aforementioned requirement.





3.  In view of the foregoing, there is no basis for granting the applicant's request.





DETERMINATION:  The applicant has failed to submit sufficient relevant evidence to demonstrate the existence of probable error or injustice.
