FINDINGS:





1.  The applicant has exhausted or the Board has waived the requirement for exhaustion of all administrative remedies afforded by existing law or regulations.

2.  The applicant requests that his separation document (DD Form 214) dated 17  February 1994 be corrected to show that he held the primary military occupational specialty (MOS) of 92Y10 (Unit Supply Specialist). 





3.  The applicant states that his DD Form 214 incorrectly shows that his primary MOS was that of a 92A10 (Automated Logistical Specialist) when in fact he was trained and served as a 76Y (Unit Supply Specialist), which was subsequently converted to a 92Y.  He further states that he was never awarded the MOS of 92A and that he never served in that MOS, nor was he trained in the MOS.  In support of his application he submits copies of his diploma and orders awarding him the MOS of 76Y. 





4.  The applicant’s military records show that he enlisted on 1 October 1991 for a period of 2 years and 20 weeks and training as a unit supply specialist in MOS 76Y.





5.  He successfully completed his advanced individual training as a 76Y on 19 February 1992 and was awarded the MOS of 76Y10 on the same day.  He continued to serve as a unit supply specialist until he was honorably released from active duty upon the completion of his required service on 17 February 1994 and was transferred to a National Guard unit in Maryland. His DD Form 214 shows his primary MOS at the time of his separation as a 92A10.





6.  In the processing of this case, a staff member of the Board contacted officials at the Total Army Personnel Command (PERSCOM) to determine what the applicant’s primary MOS should have been at the time of separation.  Officials at the PERSCOM indicated that the applicant’s MOS underwent an Army-wide redesignation and that his MOS was converted from a 76Y to a 92Y and that his DD Form 214 should reflect 92Y instead of 92A.





CONCLUSIONS:





1.  All evidence contained in the applicant’s records show that the applicant was trained and that he served as a unit supply specialist during the entire period of his enlistment.  There is no indication that he was trained or that he served as an automated logistical specialist.





2.  It appears that the failure to correctly list the applicant’s primary specialty as a 92Y Unit Supply Specialist was the result of an administrative error at the time of separation.  Therefore, it would be in the interest of justice to correct the error at this time.





3.  In view of the foregoing, the applicant’s records should be corrected as recommended below.





RECOMMENDATION:





That all of the Department of the Army records related to this case be corrected by showing that the primary specialty of the individual concerned was that of a 92Y10 Unit Supply Specialist.
