GENERAL:  The applicant appeals for upgrade of discharge to Honorable.

The applicant was offered a personal appearance before the Discharge Review Board (DRB) but declined to exercise this right.

The attached brief contains the available pertinent data on the applicant and the factors leading to the discharge.

FINDINGS:  Upgrade of discharge is denied.

The board finds that neither evidence of record nor that provided by the applicant substantiates an inequity or impropriety, which would justify a change of discharge.

The applicant's issues are listed in the attached brief.   

Issues 1, 2, 3 are similar in nature all dealing with post-service, and will be addressed jointly.   The applicant contents that he is working in the telephone maintenance career field and is going to school to earn a Certified Systems Engineering Certification.  He states that he was once an asset to the Air Force and would like to have his re-enlistment code changed.  The Board reviewed the record and concluded the conduct for which applicant was discharged was a significant departure from the conduct expected of all military members.  The Board recognized the applicant’s post-service activities, his efforts to excel in his present job, and his civilian educational accomplishments; however, no inequity or impropriety in his discharge was suggested or found in the course of the records review.   The Board found that the seriousness of his misconduct; i.e., use of marijuana, outweighs the applicant's otherwise good service.  The Air Force's drug policy is well publicized and all are continually made aware that illegal drug activity is not tolerated.  The Board concluded that the character of and reason 

for discharge were appropriate due to his misconduct.

The Board found no evidence of impropriety or inequity in this case upon which to base an upgrade of discharge.

CONCLUSIONS:  The Discharge Review Board concludes that the discharge was consistent with the procedural and substantive requirements of the discharge regulation and was within the discretion of the discharge authority and that the applicant was provided full administrative due process.

In view of the foregoing findings the board further concludes that there exists no legal or equitable basis for upgrade of discharge, thus the applicant's discharge should not be changed.
