GENERAL:  The applicant appeals for upgrade of discharge to Honorable.

The applicant was offered a personal appearance before the Discharge Review Board (Board) but declined to exercise this right.

FINDINGS: Upgrade of discharge is denied.

The Board finds that neither evidence of record or that provided by the applicant substantiates an inequity or impropriety that would justify a change of discharge.

The applicant’s issues are listed in the attached brief.

Issue 1 addresses what the applicant feels was an inappropriate characterization of service considering he was never convicted of an alleged assault and obstruction of justice.  Following the incident described, he was offered an Article 15 which he refused, instead asking for a court martial judgment.  When charges were referred, he submitted an unconditional request for discharge in lieu of court martial which was accepted as being in the best interest of the Air Force to effect an appropriate and speedy resolution of the matter.  In addition, the applicant received 4 Letters of Reprimand and 2 Letters of Counseling between June 1997 and September 1998 for various acts of misconduct.  The Board opined that the character of discharge received was, indeed, commensurate with the many instances of misconduct, and that a lack of conviction on the listed charges was occasioned by his own request for discharge rather than going through the court martial procedures.  This issue was found to be without merit.  

Issue 2.  The applicant cited his desire to receive G.I. Bill benefits as justification for upgrade.  The Board noted that when the applicant applied for these benefits, he signed a statement (DD Form 2366, on 17 July 1996) that he understood he must receive an Honorable discharge to receive future educational entitlements.  The Board was sympathetic to the impact the loss of these benefits was having on the applicant, but this is not a matter of equity or propriety which would warrant an upgrade.

CONCLUSIONS:  The Discharge Review Board concludes that the discharge was consistent with the procedural and substantive requirements of the discharge regulation and was within the discretion of the discharge authority and that the applicant was provided full administrative due process.

In view of the foregoing findings the Board further concludes that there exists no legal or equitable basis for upgrade of discharge, thus the applicant's discharge should not be changed.
