SUBJECT: Application for Correction of Military Records---APPLICANT

1. This Air Staff Advisory is submitted in reference to subject application (Encll).

2. Background:


a. The Air Force is govemedin matters pertaining to the shipment of household goods (HHG) for its military members by Volume I, Joint Federal Travel Regulations (JFTR), which is promulgated from Title 37, U. S. Code.


b. Per Special Order AD-551 dated 27 August 1996, the applicant was released from active duty effective 17 November 1996 (Encl Atch"1). In conjunction with his separation, he made application to place HHG in nontemporary storage {NTS) for 6 months (Encl, Atch 2). After his release from active duty, his employment took him out of the country to Italy. The property remained in storage beyond the 6 month authorization and was converted to his expense effective 15 October 1997 (Encl, Atchs 3 & 4)). The member was advised he would be required to reimburse the Government $388.50 in storage cost to cover the period of 14 May 97 to 14 October 1997 (expiration of storage authorization to the date it was converted to personal expense). He was also advised he would be entitled to delivery of the property to his home of record at Government expense (Encl, Atch 5).


c. After returning to the CONUS, the applicant paid the storage cost and requested shipment of his property to Colorado Springs CO (Encl, Atch 6). It was at this point he was informed his transportation entitlements had expired and he was no longer entitled to delivery of his property at Government expense (Encl, ;Atch 7). His employer, Sterling Software, ITD contracted with Ford Storage & Moving Co to transport the HHG from Arizona to Colorado. However, the member was required to reimburse his employer $2,105.00 for transportation of the HHG {Encl 1, Atchs 8 & 9).

3. The applicant is requesting extension of his transportation entitlements so that he may receive reimbursement for shipment of his HHG at personal expense. He states he was advised he would be entitled to delivery of his HHG from storage to his home ofrecord and at no time was he advised he needed to request an extension in order to prevent expiration of his shipping entitlements. 

4. Paragraph U5360-G, JFTR, provides that for a member on active duty, who's separated from Service or relieved from active duty, entitlement to HHG transportation terminates on the 181 si day following separation from the Service or relief from active duty unless a written application for HHG transportation is turned in to a transportation officer or designated representative before the expiration of the 180"' day. In hardship cases, an extension of the time limit may be authorized/approved for a specific additional period of time through the Secretarial Process.  Paragraph 3.4.7.2, AF Sup/JFTR, provides that transportation officers may authorize or approve extension for shipment for a period of 15 workdays following the scheduled pickup date. JPPSOSAT is delegated authority to authorize or approve request for extension beyond the 15 workdays. Request must be based on a bona fide hardship to the member that would be created by compliance with the 180 day basic entitlement.

5. Since the member's employment took him out side the CONUS during his entitlement period and he did not return to the CONUS until after the shipping entitlements had expired, he met the criteria for extension of the time limit under the aforementioned paragraphs.

6. We believe the member suffered an injustice because origin transportation personnel erred when they advised him that although his storage entitlement would expire at the end of the 180 day period he would be entitled to delivery of the property to his home of record at Government expense {Encl, Atch 5). They also failed to advise him of the JFTR provision which would allow him to request an extension of the shipping time limit to prevent lost of the shipping entitlement.

7. If the Board agrees, recommend the record be changed to state that prior to expiration of the shipping entitlements, the member requested and the time limit was extended by competent authority. Since the member was instructed by the origin transportation office to make the shipment at personal expense, reimbursement in the amount of$2,105.00 for personally procured transportation of HHG is authorized in accordance with paragraph U5320-D, JFTR"
