AIR FORCE DISCHARGE REVIEW BOARD DECISIONAL RATIONALE  


CASE NUMBER

GENERAL:  The applicant appeals for a change in reason for discharge and reenlistment (RE) code in order to be able to return to military service.

The applicant was offered a personal appearance before the Discharge Review Board (Board) but declined to exercise this right.

FINDINGS:  Change of reason and RE code are denied.

The Board finds that neither evidence of record nor that provided by the applicant substantiates an inequity or impropriety that would justify a change of discharge.

The applicant’s issues are listed in the attached brief.

Issue 1 addresses the applicant’s age and immaturity as factors in his discharge.  The DRB recognized the applicant was 19 years of age when the discharge took place.  However there is no evidence of record to indicate he was immature or did not know right from wrong.  The Board opined the applicant was as old or older than the vast majority of first term members who properly adhere to the Air Force standards of conduct.  

Issue 2 relates to the applicant’s “manipulation of the system and (his) deceitfulness.”  The applicant was honorably discharged after being found to be having adjustment problems with military life and to have a personality disorder, not otherwise specified, following psychological consultation and testing.  These mental problems were considered severe enough to interfere with continued military service and administrative discharge was recommended and completed.  In this present request, the applicant does not furnish any evidence to counter the findings of competent medical authority that established his diagnoses, and barring this, no evidence of inequity or impropriety is found to warrant changing the discharge. 

Issue 3 deals with the applicant’s post-service activities.  The Board recognized the applicant's efforts to be an effective and contributing member of society and the pride he takes in being a former member of the United States military; however, no inequity or impropriety in his discharge was suggested or found in the course of the records review.  The Board concluded that the reason for discharge was appropriate due to his diagnosed mental health issues.

CONCLUSIONS:  The Discharge Review Board concludes that the discharge was consistent with the procedural and substantive requirements of the discharge regulation and was within the discretion of the discharge authority and that the applicant was provided full administrative due process.

In view of the foregoing findings the Board further concludes that there exists no legal or equitable basis for change of reason for discharge or RE code, thus the applicant's discharge should not be changed.
