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GENERAL:  The applicant appeals for upgrade of discharge to Honorable and change of RE code.

The applicant appeared and testified before the Discharge Review Board (DRB), with counsel, at Andrews AFB, MD on April 20, 2000.  The following types of witness also testified on the applicant’s behalf:  SSgt M R- (friend) and SrA B L- (friend).

The attached brief contains the available pertinent data on the applicant and the factors leading to the discharge.

FINDINGS:  Upgrade of discharge and change of RE code are denied.

The Board finds that neither evidence of record nor that provided by the applicant substantiates an inequity or impropriety which would justify a change of discharge.

The applicant's issues are listed in the attached brief.   

Issue 1:  The applicant contends his overall service is more deserving of an honorable discharge because he had successfully completed most of his pararescue training.  The Board reviewed the entire record and noted that applicant was just six months away from graduating from pararescue training when administrative discharge action was initiated against him.  While he had succeeded in the most grueling part of the training, he had also been involved in two drinking while intoxicated incidents.  The Board members felt that the negative aspects of his service outweighed the positive.  The Board found no evidence of any impropriety or inequity on which to base an upgrade of discharge or change of RE code.  

Issue 2 applies to the applicant’s post-service activities.  The Board recognized the applicant’s impressive community activities, however, it found no inequity or impropriety in his discharge in the course of the hearing.  The Board concluded that the character of discharge and RE code were appropriate due to his misconduct.  

CONCLUSIONS:  The Discharge Review Board concludes that the discharge was consistent with the procedural and substantive requirements of the discharge regulation and was within the discretion of the discharge authority and that the applicant was provided full administrative due process.

In view of the foregoing findings the Board further concludes that there exists no legal or equitable basis for upgrade of discharge and change of RE code, thus the applicant's discharge and RE code should not be changed.
