GENERAL:  The applicant appeals for upgrade of discharge to Honorable.

The applicant was offered a personal appearance before the Discharge Review Board (Board) but declined to exercise this right.

FINDINGS: Upgrade of discharge is denied.

The Board finds that neither evidence of record or that provided by the applicant substantiates an inequity or impropriety that would justify a change of discharge.

The applicant’s issues are contained in the attached brief.

In essence, the applicant’s long and rambling discharge review application dissertation seeks clemency for actions he committed while a probationary officer in training for missile duty based on his prior service and duty up to the point of being arraigned for general court martial (GCM) on various charges and specifications relating to duty and failures to go.  Facing this GCM, the applicant submitted a Resignation in lieu of Court Martial and was recommended for an Under Other Than Honorable Conditions discharge.  This recommendation was debated by the Secretary of the Air Force Personnel Board (SAFPB) who recommended a General Discharge after looking at many mitigating factors in the applicant’s actions leading up to his CM referral.  This characterization of discharge was approved by the then-Acting Secretary of the Air Force and effected in May 1999.  While admitting culpability for his transgressions, the applicant cites his prior  honorable military service and strong desire to return to military service as reasons to upgrade his current discharge.  The Board, after lengthy deliberation, found no evidence of inequity or impropriety in the type of discharge received, and concluded that there was no legal or procedural reason to upgrade the discharge as requested.  The Board noted particularly the leniency granted by the previous SAFPB recommendation and Secretarial action, and concluded that further relief was not appropriate.    

CONCLUSIONS:  The Discharge Review Board concludes that the discharge was consistent with the procedural and substantive requirements of the discharge regulation and was within the discretion of the discharge authority and that the applicant was provided full administrative due process.

In view of the foregoing findings the Board further concludes that there exists no legal or equitable basis for upgrade of discharge, thus the applicant's discharge should not be changed.
