GENERAL:  The applicant appeals for upgrade of discharge to Honorable.

The applicant was offered a personal appearance before the Discharge Review Board (DRB) but declined to exercise this right.

The attached brief contains the available pertinent data on the applicant and the factors leading to the discharge.  

FINDINGS:  Upgrade of discharge is denied.

The Board finds that the applicant submitted no issues contesting the equity or propriety of the discharge, and after a thorough review of the record, the Board was not able to identify any.

Issues.  Applicant was discharged for misconduct, conduct prejudicial to good order and discipline.  Member received a verbal admonition, an Article 15, and subsequent vacation of suspended punishment.  Applicant’s misconduct consisted of driving on base while under revocation, driving on a military installation drunk, arriving at duty incapacitated due to excessive alcohol consumption, and failure to obey a lawful order to de-register his vehicles in a timely manner.  All of applicant’s misconduct was alcohol-related, and records revealed he was sent to alcohol rehabilitation.  Records further revealed that in a prior enlistment, member had a driving while intoxicated offense at another base and had previously been through alcohol rehabilitation.  At the time of the discharge proceeding, member was entitled to, and requested, an administrative discharge board due to his time in service.  The administrative discharge board found that member committed the stated offenses, and recommended he be given a general discharge without probation and rehabilitation.  After a thorough records review, the Discharge Review Board (DRB) could not find any evidence of an inequity or impropriety.  The DRB concluded the applicant’s misconduct was a departure from conduct expected of military members.  The Board found no inequity or impropriety in applicant’s discharge on which to base a decision to upgrade.  The DRB concluded the character of discharge was appropriate.

While the Board recognizes that applicant’s conduct may have improved since his discharge, it is not relevant to the period of service under review, and therefore, does not provide a basis for upgrade.  This information alone is not sufficient grounds to overcome the factors that were the basis for the discharge.

CONCLUSIONS:  The Discharge Review Board concludes the discharge was consistent with procedural and substantive requirements of the discharge regulation and was within the discharge authority’s discretion, and that the applicant was provided full administrative due process.

In view of the foregoing findings the board further concludes there is no legal or equitable basis to upgrade the discharge, or change the reason or authority for the discharge, thus the applicant's discharge should not be changed.
