GENERAL:  The applicant appeals for upgrade of discharge to honorable.

The applicant was offered a personal appearance before the Discharge Review Board (DRB) but declined to exercise this right.

The attached brief contains available pertinent data on the applicant and the factors leading to the discharge.  

FINDINGS:  Upgrade of discharge is denied.

The Board finds that the applicant submitted no issues contesting the equity or propriety of the discharge, and after a thorough review of the record, the Board was not able to identify any.

Issue.  Applicant was discharged for misconduct, namely drug abuse.  Member was convicted pursuant to his guilty pleas at General Court Martial of marijuana use, possession, and introduction of marijuana onto the Nellis AFB, NV installation.  He was sentenced to reduction from Airman First Class to Airman Basic, forfeiture of $500.00 pay per month for 2 months, and 60 days confinement.  He was not given a punitive discharge however.  Member could have received an Under Other Than Honorable Conditions (UOTHC) discharge for his offenses, but at the time of the discharge he was recommended for and received a General (under honorable conditions) discharge.  Member consulted legal counsel and waived his right to submit matters in his own behalf.  Furthermore, he did not meet the seven criteria required for retention in drug abuse cases.  Drug use by military members is a serious failure to meet Air Force standards and subjects a member to discharge.  Misconduct of this serious nature did not warrant a characterization of honorable.  The Board finds the applicant’s discharge was appropriate and in accordance with Air Force policy.
CONCLUSIONS:  The Discharge Review Board concludes that the discharge was consistent with the procedural and substantive requirements of the discharge regulation and was within the discretion of the discharge authority and that the applicant was provided full administrative due process.

In view of the foregoing findings the board further concludes that there exists no legal or equitable basis for upgrade of discharge, thus the applicant's discharge should not be changed.
