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	GENERAL:  The applicant appeals for upgrade of discharge to Honorable
.

The applicant was offered a personal appearance before the Discharge Review Board (DRB) but declined to exercise this right.
The attached brief contains the available pertinent data on the applicant and the factors leading to the discharge.

FINDINGS:  Upgrade of discharge is denied.
The Board finds that the applicant submitted no issues contesting the equity or propriety of the discharge, and after a thorough review of the record, the Board was not able to identify any.

Issues.  Applicant was discharged for a pattern of misconduct.  He had a Letter of Counseling, and four Letters of Reprimand. His misconduct included multiple incidents of disrespectful language, including profanity, toward superior commissioned and noncommissioned officers, failure to go, dereliction of duty, violating lawful orders, violating dress and appearance standards, refusal to do technical training homework, and failing his Bock I test.  These incidents were thoroughly documented in unit records.  At one point, member’s misconduct became so egregious, his commander preferred court martial charges and specifications against him.  They were referred to Special Court Martial, but a subsequent Sanity Board determined member was not able to stand trial; the charges were then dismissed.  The Sanity Board did however also conclude that member knew the wrongfulness of his actions.  A subsequent Medical Evaluation Board determined member was worldwide qualified and fit to return to duty.  Member’s separation physical also found him worldwide qualified.   Given these circumstances, it was appropriate and legally sufficient to process an administrative separation based on misconduct.  The DRB opined that through the unit’s extensive administrative actions the applicant had ample opportunity to change his negative behavior. The Board concluded the applicant’s repeated, serious, willful misconduct was a very significant and totally unacceptable departure from conduct expected of all military members.  No inequity or impropriety in his discharge was found.  The DRB concluded the character of and reason for discharge were appropriate due to applicant’s misconduct.

CONCLUSIONS:  The Discharge Review Board concludes the discharge was consistent with procedural and substantive requirements of the discharge regulation and was within the discharge authority’s discretion, and that the applicant was provided full administrative due process.

In view of the foregoing findings the board further concludes there is no legal or equitable basis to upgrade the discharge, thus the applicant's discharge should not be changed.
