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	GENERAL:  The applicant appeals for upgrade of discharge to Honorable, and to change the reason and authority for the discharge
.

The applicant was offered a personal appearance before the Discharge Review Board (DRB) but declined to exercise this right.
The attached brief contains the available pertinent data on the applicant and the factors leading to the discharge.

FINDINGS:  Upgrade of discharge, change of reason, and change of authority for discharge are denied.
The Board finds that the applicant submitted no issues contesting the equity or propriety of the discharge, and after a thorough review of the record, the Board was not able to identify any.

Issues.  Applicant was discharged for a pattern of misconduct, discreditable involvement with military authorities.  He had a verbal counseling, two Letters of Reprimand, two Articles 15, and an Unfavoarble Information File. His misconduct included failure to go twice to his Substance Abuse Rehabilitation and Treatment appointments, dishonored checks, damage to government property, conspiring with another to falsify a military ID card, driving drunk and unlawfully carrying a concealed weapon.  These incidents were thoroughly documented in unit records.  The medical record reflected member had been an in-patient in the psychiatric ward for suicidal ideations, wherein he was diagnosed with an adjustment disorder and alcohol dependence and abuse. The records further disclosed member had been through a divorce.  The member submitted no reply on his own behalf during the discharge processing.  It is understandable that a member experiencing personal and financial problems has added stress, however, the applicant’s problems were not unique.  Because he was unable to separate his problems from his military duty, he became a burden to the unit and a disruptive influence.  He was either unwilling or unable to adjust.  Counselling by the base Social Actions office had no result, and therefore separation action was appropriate.  The DRB opined that through the unit’s extensive administrative actions the applicant had ample opportunity to change his negative behavior.  The Board concluded the applicant’s repeated, serious, willful misconduct was a very significant and totally unacceptable departure from conduct expected of all military members.  No inequity or impropriety in his discharge was found.  The DRB concluded the character of and reason for discharge were appropriate due to applicant’s misconduct.

CONCLUSIONS:  The Discharge Review Board concludes the discharge was consistent with procedural and substantive requirements of the discharge regulation and was within the discharge authority’s discretion, and that the applicant was provided full administrative due process.

In view of the foregoing findings the board further concludes there is no legal or equitable basis to upgrade the discharge, or to change the reason or authority for the discharge, thus the applicant's discharge should not be changed.
