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Case heard at Washington, D.C.
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GENERAL:  The applicant appeals for upgrade of discharge to Honorable.

The applicant was offered a personal appearance before the Discharge Review Board but declined to exercise this right.

The attached brief contains the available pertinent data on the applicant and the factors leading to the discharge.

FINDINGS:  Upgrade of  discharge is denied.

The Board finds that neither evidence of record nor that provided by the applicant substantiates an inequity or impropriety which would justify a change of discharge.

The  applicant's issues are listed in the attached brief.  

Issue 1 and 2 are related and will be considered together.

The applicant wishes to upgrade her Under Other Than Honorable Conditions (UOTHC) Discharge in order to better her chances at obtaining jobs and school monetary assistance.  The Board, in a thorough review of the records, found that the applicant had requested discharge in lieu of court martial for multiple actions including failures to go, disrespect to her senior commissioned officer, and making a false official statement.  She submitted an unconditional waiver of her right to an Administrative Discharge Board hearing when her commander proposed she receive the UOTHC discharge, and signed a statement acknowledging the effects such a discharge might have on her future employment and veteran’s benefits.  While sympathetic to the effect the loss of these benefits is having on the applicant, the Board found no inequity or impropriety in this case upon which to base an upgrade of discharge.  

CONCLUSIONS:  The Discharge Review Board concludes that the discharge was consistent with the procedural and substantive requirements of the discharge regulation and was within the discretion of the discharge authority and that the applicant was provided full administrative due process.

In view of the foregoing findings the Board further concludes that there exists no legal or equitable basis for upgrade of discharge, thus the applicant's discharge should not be changed.
