	GENERAL:  The applicant appeals for upgrade of discharge to Honorable.

The applicant was offered a personal appearance before the Discharge Review Board (DRB) but declined to exercise this right.

The attached brief contains the available pertinent data on the applicant and the factors leading to the discharge.  

FINDINGS:  Upgrade of discharge is denied.

The Board finds that the applicant submitted no issues contesting the equity or propriety of the discharge, and after a thorough review of the record, the Board was not able to identify any.

Issues.  The applicant was discharged for wrongful use of marijuana, for which he received an Article 15.  Applicant did not appeal the Art 15 for this offense at the time offered.  In his reply to the discharge action, he requested to be retained in the service.  Member also submitted numerous character statements at the time of his discharge, which when taken together, also suggested he be retained.  The record disclosed an Air Force Office of Special Investigations (OSI) Report of Investigation wherein member admitted in a signed sworn statement that he had used marijuana on multiple occasions while in the service.  The paperwork further reflects that applicant’s commander and chain of command did consider probation and rehabilitation but found it inappropriate in his case.  The Board reviewed the entire record, and noted member’s excellent duty performance, record of special achievements and accomplishments, early promotion, enthusiastic volunteerism, and voluntary service in Southwest Asia.  The Board further noted however that drug abuse is not compatible with Air Force standards.  Additionally, the records review further disclosed member had apparently used drugs prior to entry into the service, although it was not reflected in his DD Form 398, Personnel Security Questionnaire.  The Board determined the discharge action and characterization of service were appropriate due to applicant’s misconduct.  The Board could find no evidence of an inequity or impropriety in the discharge action upon which to base an upgrade.   

CONCLUSIONS:  The Discharge Review Board concluded that the discharge was consistent with procedural and substantive requirements of the discharge regulation, was within the discretion of the discharge authority, and that the applicant was provided full administrative due process.   There was insufficient reason to upgrade the discharge, thus the applicant's discharge characterization should not be changed.
