	GENERAL:  The applicant appeals for upgrade of discharge to Honorable.

The applicant was offered a personal appearance before the Discharge Review Board (DRB) but declined to exercise this right.

The attached brief contains the available pertinent data on the applicant and the factors leading to the discharge.

FINDINGS:  Upgrade of discharge is denied.

The board finds that neither evidence of record nor that provided by the applicant substantiates an inequity or impropriety, which would justify a change of discharge.

The applicant's issue is listed in the attached brief.   

Issue:  Applicant states he served proudly from 1982 until 1999 and had a very stressful job in the Air Cargo Unit at Travis AFB, CA.  He admits he had a drinking problem, which was his way of dealing with the stressful conditions.  He is attempting to get his life in order and in consideration of his excellent service requests his discharge be upgraded to honorable. The Board reviewed the record and concluded the conduct for which applicant was discharged was a significant departure from the conduct expected of all military members.  The applicant received written counseling for failing to report to duty.  He received four Letters’ of Reprimand for failing to report for duty, and when contacted had slurred speech and smelled of alcohol.  He failed to report to duty on three other occasions where he was found asleep and smelling of alcohol.  The member received three Article 15’s, two for failing to report to his place of duty, and one for being drunk and disorderly.  The DRB opined that through these administrative actions, the applicant had ample opportunities to change his negative behavior.  The many offenses of the applicant, although minor in nature when analyzed individually, amounted to an overall serious problem that could not be tolerated. The Board concluded that the character and reason for discharge were appropriate due to his misconduct.

The Board found no evidence of impropriety or inequity in this case upon which to base an upgrade of discharge.

CONCLUSIONS:  The Discharge Review Board concludes that the discharge was consistent with the procedural and substantive requirements of the discharge regulation and was within the discretion of the discharge authority and that the applicant was provided full administrative due process.

In view of the foregoing findings the board further concludes that there exists no legal or equitable basis for upgrade of discharge, thus the applicant's discharge should not be changed.

	    Issue 1:  Please upgrade my discharge to honorable.  I first enlisted in the USAF on 5/20/82.  I served proudly and well until 1999.  I was in charge of approximately 30 Airmen at Travis Air Force Base in California.  I was in charge of the Air Cargo Unit.  This was a very stressful job.
