	GENERAL:  The applicant appeals for upgrade of discharge to Honorable.

     The applicant was offered a personal appearance before the Discharge Review Board (Board) but declined to exercise this right.

FINDINGS: Upgrade of discharge is denied.

     The Board finds that neither evidence of record or that provided by the applicant substantiates an inequity or impropriety that would justify a change of discharge.

The applicant’s issues are listed in the attached brief.

     Issue 1 addresses the applicant’s service record that shows she was performing satisfactorily in her duty section.  The applicant states her record of performance justifies an honorable discharge.  The Board reviewed the entire record and noted the single positive performance rating that was present.  However, the negative aspects of the applicant’s offenses outweigh the positive contributions she made during her service.  The Board found no evidence of any impropriety or inequity in this case upon which to base an upgrade of discharge.

     Issues 2,3 and 5 are related and will be considered together.  The applicant feels that she was discriminated against racially and sexually as well as being kept under undue scrutiny by her supervisors.  The Board, in reviewing the record, found evidence of normal methods of counseling and application of appropriate corrective measures for the applicant’s various misconducts.  The records shows the applicant received an Article 15, a Letter of Reprimand, two Letters of Counseling and a Record of Individual Counseling for documented transgressions of military discipline between September 1994 and July 1995.  Records also reveal memoranda for record on matters pertaining to her alleged discrimination complaint showing appropriate actions on the part of her supervisor and superintendent.  The Board found no evidence of harassment or discrimination as alleged by the applicant and found these issues to be without merit.

     Issue 4.  The applicant contends that her Article 15 offenses, misappropriation of government funds under false pretenses, was inappropriate.  Charges involved receipt of monies for housing and subsistence under with-dependent status when, in fact, her proxy marriage to an incarcerated individual never involved his living or being supported by her with these funds.  The marriage was hoped to effect his release from jail from charges of aggravated burglary, and the monies were to provide shelter and subsistence upon his release which never came.  The applicant signed documents indicating otherwise, and received appropriate punishment for her fraudulent actions.  The Board concluded this issue to be without merit, also.

     Issue 6 applies to the applicant's post-service activities.  The Board recognized the applicant's efforts to attend college and serve in her community; however, no inequity or impropriety in her discharge was suggested or found in the course of the records review.  The Board concluded that the character of and reason for discharge were appropriate due to her misconduct.

CONCLUSIONS:  The Discharge Review Board concludes that the discharge was consistent with the procedural and substantive requirements of the discharge regulation and was within the discretion of the discharge authority and that the applicant was provided full administrative due process.

In view of the foregoing findings the Board further concludes that there exists no legal or equitable basis for upgrade of discharge, thus the applicant's discharge should not be changed.
