GENERAL:  The applicant appeals for upgrade of discharge to Honorable.

The applicant was offered a personal appearance before the Discharge Review Board but declined to exercise this right.

The attached brief contains the available pertinent data on the applicant and the factors leading to the discharge.

FINDINGS:  Upgrade of discharge is denied.

The Board finds that the applicant submitted no issues contesting the equity or propriety of the discharge, and after a thorough review of the record, the Board was able to identify none.  The applicant was discharged for commission of a serious offense, making and uttering checks with intent to defraud for the procurement of lawful currency in the amount of $1500.00.  Records indicate the applicant had also been cited previously on two occasions for misuse of a government-issued travel card.  While the majority of her nearly 10 years of active duty were honorably served, the Board concluded the seriousness of her misconduct outweighed the accomplishments of this service and warranted the character of discharge received. 

CONCLUSIONS:  The Discharge Review Board concludes that the discharge was consistent with the procedural and substantive requirements of the discharge regulation and was within the discretion of the discharge authority and that the applicant was provided full administrative due process.

In view of the foregoing findings the Board further concludes that there exists no legal or equitable basis for upgrade of discharge; thus, the applicant's discharge should not be changed.
