	GENERAL:  The applicant appeals for upgrade of discharge to Honorable.
The applicant was offered a personal appearance before the Discharge Review Board (DRB) but declined to exercise this right.
The attached brief contains the available pertinent data on the applicant and the factors leading to the discharge.

FINDINGS:  Upgrade of discharge is denied.

The Board finds that the applicant submitted no issues contesting the equity or propriety of the discharge, and after a thorough review of the record, the Board was not able to identify any.

Issues.  Applicant requested a discharge in lieu of trial by court martial for child abuse.  He received an Under Other Than Honorable Conditions separation pursuant to his request.  Records review revealed the applicant admitted spanking his 4-year old stepson on the buttocks with a belt.  This action injured the boy in that visible marks and peeling skin were noted when he was undressed.  A Child Development Center worker discovered this during the boy’s restroom break.   A Family Advocacy referral followed, a medical examination of the boy, official photos of his injuries, and ultimately an Office of Special Investigations (OSI) report.  While some of the evidence was in question, with member’s admission of guilt and the boy’s statements, the legal office felt there was sufficient evidence to proceed to trial.  The records further disclosed member had received  an Article 15 for another assault (no further information available), and had a Family Advocacy clinic history of substantiated mutual spouse abuse with his first wife, who eventually returned to the states from overseas on a an Early Return of Dependents (ERD) she requested.  The stepson who member wrongfully disciplined, was the son of his second wife.  These incidents were thoroughly documented.  The Board concluded the applicant’s serious repeated misconduct was a significant departure from conduct expected of all military members.  No inequity or impropriety in his discharge was found in the course of the records review.  The DRB concluded the character of discharge was appropriate due to applicant’s misconduct.

CONCLUSIONS:  The Discharge Review Board concludes the discharge was consistent with procedural and substantive requirements of the discharge regulation and was within the discharge authority’s discretion, and that the applicant was provided full administrative due process.

In view of the foregoing findings the board further concludes there is no legal or equitable basis to upgrade the discharge, thus the applicant's discharge should not be changed.
