AIR FORCE DISCHARGE REVIEW BOARD DECISIONAL RATIONALE

GENERAL:  The applicant appeals for upgrade of discharge to honorable.

The applicant was offered a personal appearance before the Discharge Review Board (DRB) but declined to exercise this right.

The attached brief contains available pertinent data on the applicant and the factors leading to the discharge.  

FINDINGS:  Upgrade of discharge is denied.

The Board finds that the applicant submitted no issues contesting the equity or propriety of the discharge, and after a thorough review of the record, the Board was not able to identify any.

Issue.  Applicant was discharged for misconduct, namely drug abuse.  Member self-identified as a one-time marijuana user and was entered into the local base drug abuse rehabilitation program.  He was not however recommended for a discharge at that time.  Member and his brother, also an active duty airman at another installation, were both apparently trying to get discharged from the Air Force due to pressure from their family.  Member was reportedly disappointed when his self-admitted drug abuse did not result in the desired discharge.  He subsequently used marijuana twice and had a positive, probably cause urinalysis while in the rehabilitation program.  These uses of marijuana were the basis for his administrative discharge and characterization of service.  Additionally, member was diagnosed as an alcohol dependent, alcohol abuser, with an adjustment disorder and depressed mood.  At the time of the discharge, member waived his right to submit matters in his own behalf.  Furthermore, he did not meet the seven criteria required for retention in drug abuse cases.  Drug use by military members is a serious failure to meet Air Force standards and subjects a member to discharge.  Misconduct of this serious nature did not warrant a characterization of honorable.  The Board finds the applicant’s discharge was appropriate and in accordance with Air Force policy.
CONCLUSIONS:  The Discharge Review Board concludes that the discharge was consistent with the procedural and substantive requirements of the discharge regulation and was within the discretion of the discharge authority and that the applicant was provided full administrative due process.

In view of the foregoing findings the board further concludes that there exists no legal or equitable basis for upgrade of discharge, thus the applicant's discharge should not be changed.
