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GENERAL:  The applicant appeals for upgrade of discharge to Honorable, change of reason for discharge, and change of reenlistment eligibility (RE) code.

The applicant was offered a personal appearance before the Discharge Review Board (DRB) but declined to exercise this right.

The attached brief contains the available pertinent data on the applicant and the factors leading to the discharge.

FINDINGS:  Upgrade of discharge is denied.

The Board finds that neither evidence of record nor that provided by the applicant substantiates an inequity or impropriety which would justify a change of discharge.

The applicant's issues are listed in the attached brief.   

Issue.  Applicant contends discharge was inequitable because it was too harsh.  The records indicated the applicant received an Article 15, five Letters of Reprimand, and two Letters of Counseling for misconduct.  The misconduct included writing checks with insufficient funds, failing to meet dress and appearance standards, failing to maintain positive control of the vehicle he was driving resulting in damage to 2 military vehicles, operating a vehicle when directed not to, and for an incident involving his neighbors calling the police to investigate a domestic disturbance which resulted in the discovery of his residence being in an unsatisfactory condition, and the Family Advocacy Office being called to check on his 10-month old daughter.  The DRB opined that through these administrative actions, the applicant had ample opportunities to change his negative behavior.  **If he can provide additional documented information to substantiate an issue, the applicant should consider exercising his right to make a personal appearance before the Board.  If he should choose to exercise his right to a personal appearance hearing, the applicant should be prepared to provide the DRB with factual evidence of the inequity and any exemplary post-service accomplishments as well as any contributions to the community.**  The Board concluded the misconduct was a significant departure from conduct expected of all military members.  The characterization of the discharge received by the applicant was found to be appropriate.

Issue 2 applies to the applicant’s post-service activities.  The DRB noted that the applicant would like to serve in the military again.  However, no inequity or impropriety in his discharge was found in the course of the hearing.  The Board concluded the misconduct of the applicant appropriately characterized his term of service.
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CONCLUSIONS:  The Discharge Review Board concludes that the discharge was consistent with the procedural and substantive requirements of the discharge regulation and was within the discretion of the discharge authority and that the applicant was provided full administrative due process.

In view of the foregoing findings the board further concludes that there exists no legal or equitable basis for upgrade/change of reason for discharge and change of RE code, thus the applicant's discharge should not be changed.
