AIR FORCE DISCHARGE REVIEW BOARD DECISIONAL RATIONALE

GENERAL:  The applicant appeals for upgrade of discharge to Honorable and to change the reenlistment  (RE) code.

The applicant was offered a personal appearance before the Discharge Review Board (Board) but declined to exercise this right.

FINDINGS: Upgrade of discharge and change of RE code are denied.

The Board finds that neither evidence of record nor that provided by the applicant substantiates an inequity or impropriety that would justify a change of discharge.

The applicant’s issues are listed in the attached brief.

Issue 1 addresses the applicant’s concern about the “unsatisfactory performance” reason for discharge, noting that her duty performance, for the most part, was acceptable.  The reasons cited in the letter notifying her of proposed discharge listed multiple incidents of financial irresponsibility, acts that are included in a member’s overall performance and which were, indeed, evidence of unsatisfactory service as defined in AFI 36-3201, paragraph 5.26.4.  Extensive effort was expended in counseling and financial management referral to help the applicant overcome this negative behavior, and the incidents became an intolerable burden for her command leading to the discharge.  No inequity or impropriety is found in this issue upon which to base an upgrade of discharge or RE code.  

Issue 2 is, in essence, a plea for clemency for the applicant’s many mistakes made during her 11 months of service.  The Board found that the applicant had been provided ample opportunity to correct this behavior and failed to do so in spite of numerous efforts.  The many acts of financial irresponsibility amounted to an overall significant problem that could not be tolerated.  The Board concluded the misconduct was a significant departure from the conduct expected of all military members.

CONCLUSIONS:  The Discharge Review Board concludes that the discharge was consistent with the procedural and substantive requirements of the discharge regulation and was within the discretion of the discharge authority and that the applicant was provided full administrative due process.

In view of the foregoing findings the Board further concludes that there exists no legal or equitable basis for upgrade of discharge or change of RE code, thus the applicant's discharge should not be changed.
