Congratulations on your selection to attend Class 01-A of the Deployment Fiscal Law and Contingency Contracting Workshop (DFLCCW) from 16 to 18 October 2000.  Our faculty and staff look forward to seeing you at the Air Force Judge Advocate General (AFJAG) School.  Information about Maxwell AFB and a welcome book about the AFJAG School, Maxwell AFB, and Montgomery are enclosed. Participants need to arrive in Montgomery on Sunday, 15 October.  Upon arrival, please go directly to the Billeting Office in Building 157 (the "high rise" next to the Officers' Club).  Government transportation may be available from the Montgomery Regional Airport (Dannelly Field) to Maxwell Air Force Base.  If a government vehicle meets your flight, it will be parked just beyond the terminal building in the "Taxi Park" area.  Commercial taxi service is also available for approximately $13.  Don't release your transportation until you've checked in at the Billeting Office, since your room may be in a building some distance away.  Some people may prefer to fly into Atlanta and rent a car, since it may be cheaper than flying into Montgomery.  Should you do so, please remember that Atlanta is one hour ahead of Montgomery.

We will make all billeting arrangements.  Billeting on Maxwell AFB will be very difficult for the indefinite future, due to the renovation of many dormitories.  We will do our very best to try to get as many participants on base as possible.  Please do not call billeting directly to make reservations.  It will not improve your chances of being billeted on base, and it may lead to duplicate entries that could cause participants to be billeted off base unnecessarily.  Please check the DocuShare home page occasionally to obtain the latest information on billeting.

4.  An icebreaker barbecue dinner has been planned for Monday, 16 October at 1730.  The cost for this event, including various beverages, is $15.  Additionally, during DFLCCW we will provide a daily beverage service for a total cost of $10; this charge includes a travel mug to use in the lecture hall and seminar rooms.  Unfortunately, we are no longer able to provide "pay-as-you-go" donuts.  There is no fee for Workshop materials or any administrative charges.

The preferred uniform for all Workshop sessions is the light blue short-sleeve shirt or blouse (without tie/tab) or other Service or civilian equivalent.  Service dress or civilian coat and tie are not required for any Workshop function.

6.  In-processing will begin at 0730 on 16 October.  The Workshop will be held in the Dickinson Law Center, 150 Chennault Circle.  Money (checks made payable to "JAG School Social Fund" are preferred) for the amenities noted above and one copy of your orders will be collected during in-processing.  If you are a member of a reserve component or a Service that requires certification of orders, we will do so and return the order to you by the end of the Workshop.

7.  The Workshop will end at approximately 1630 on 18 October; if you are leaving by air, do not schedule your departure flight from Montgomery until after 1800.  I recommend you make your return reservations as soon as possible, since flights out of Montgomery tend to get fully booked.  If you decide to fly into Atlanta and rent a car, please remember that Atlanta is one hour ahead of Montgomery when booking your return flight.
