In support of his appeal, the applicant provided copies of a discrepancy report, officer preselection brief (OPB), the JSCM citation, and other documents associated with the matter under review.

APPLICANT'S REVIEW OF AIR FORCE EVALUATION:

Applicant reviewed the advisory opinion and furnished a response and additional documentary evidence, which are attached at Exhibit E.

THE BOARD CONCLUDES THAT:

1.  The applicant has exhausted all remedies provided by existing law or regulations.

2.  The application was timely filed.

3.  Sufficient relevant evidence has been presented to demonstrate the existence of probable error or injustice concerning the applicant’s request that he be given SSB consideration for promotion to the grade of lieutenant colonel by the CY99B Lieutenant Colonel Board, which convened on 30 Nov 99, with inclusion of the JSCM citation in his OSR.  After reviewing the evidence presented, we are persuaded that the applicant may not have been fairly considered for promotion by the CY99B board because of an inaccurate record.  In this respect, it appears that the citation should have been in his record when he was considered for promotion.  While it cannot be conclusively determined what impact the omission of the citation may have had on the applicant’s promotion opportunity, we believe any doubt in this case should be resolved in his favor.  Accordingly, we recommend that his record, to include his corrected OSR reflecting the JSCM citation, be considered for promotion to the grade of lieutenant colonel by an SSB for the CY99B Lieutenant Colonel Board.
