This is in referenceto yourapplicationfor correctionof yournaval recordpursuantto the
provisionsof title 10 of the UnitedStatesCode, section1552.

A three-memberpanelof the Boardfor Correctionof Naval Records,sitting in executive
session,consideredyour applicationon 19 May 1999. Your allegationsof error and injustice
werereviewedin accordancewith administrativeregulationsandproceduresapplicableto the
proceedingsof this Board. Documentarymaterialconsideredby the Boardconsistedof your
application, togetherwith all materialsubmittedin supportthereof,your naval recordand
applicablestatutes,regulationsandpolicies. In addition, the Boardconsideredthe advisory
opinionfurnishedby the Marine CorpsRecruiting Command,dated5 April 1999, a copy of
which is attached.

After careful andconscientiousconsiderationof theentirerecord, theBoard found thatthe
evidencesubmittedwasinsufficientto establishtheexistenceof probablematerialerror or
injustice. In this connection,theBoard substantiallyconcurredwith the commentscontained
in theadvisoryopinion. They wereunableto find that your recruitercausedyou to provide
the entriesin questionon your DD (Departmentof Defense)Form 1966 (“Recordof Military
Processing- Armed Forcesof theUnited States”)with the understandingthat they reflected
you had merely beenaroundpersonswho smokedmarijuana. They notedthatyour
statement,concerningyour responseto item iSaof yourDD Form 1966, that you
“experimentedwith marijuanaonceon 850406” showsyou knew you were admittingyou had
usedit yourself. In view of the above,yourapplicationhasbeendenied. Thenamesand
votesof the membersof the panelwill be furnishedupon request.

It is regrettedthat thecircumstancesof yourcasearesuchthat favorableactioncannotbe
taken. You areentitled to havetheBoardreconsiderits decisionupon submissionof new and
materialevidenceor othermatternot previouslyconsideredby theBoard. In this regard,it is
importantto keepin mind that a presumptionof regularityattachesto all official records.



Consequently,whenapplying for a correctionof an official naval record,the burdenis on the

applicantto demonstratetheexistenceof probablematerialerroror injustice.
