1. Pursuantto the provisionsof reference(a), Subject, hereinafterreferredto asPetitioner,
filed enclosure(1) with this Boardrequesting,in effect, that theapplicablenaval recordbe
correctedby changingtheacceptancedateon his Naval ReserveOfficer Appointment
Acceptanceand Oath of Office (NAVCRUIT 1000/20 (REV 7-83)) from 2 February1998 to
1 February 1998. He further requesteda special selectionboardfor the Fiscal Year (FY) 99
Naval ReserveLine LieutenantCommanderSelectionBoard. SincePetitionerwas selected
by the FY 00 Naval ReserveLine LieutenantCommanderSelectionBoard, this Board could
not considerhis requestfor a special selectionboard. At suchtime as he is promotedto
lieutenantcommander,he may submita new application requestingthat his dateof rankand
effectivedatebe adjustedto reflect selectionby the FY 99 Naval ReserveLine Lieutenant
CommanderSelectionBoard, which he missedbecauseof the breakin servicehe has
requestedthis Board to close.

2. TheBoard, consistingof Messrs.Caron,Frankfurt and Neuschafer,reviewedPetitioner’s
allegationsof error and injusticeon 15 October1999, and pursuantto its regulations,
determinedthat the correctiveaction indicatedbelow should be takenon the available
evidenceof record. Documentarymaterialconsideredby theBoard consistedof the
enclosures,naval records,and applicablestatutes,regulationsand policies.

3. The Board, having reviewedall the factsof recordpertainingto Petitioner’sallegations
of error and injustice, finds asfollows:

a. Beforeapplying to this Board, Petitionerexhaustedall administrativeremedies
availableunderexisting law and regulationswithin the Departmentof theNavy.

b. In correspondenceattachedasenclosure(2), the Navy PersonnelCommand office
with cognizanceover the subjectmatterof this casehascommentedto the effect that
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Petitioner’srequestto changethe acceptancedateon his Naval Reservecommissionhasmerit
and warrantsfavorableaction.

CONCLUSION:

Upon reviewand considerationof all theevidenceof record,and especiallyin light of the
contentsof enclosure(2), the Board finds theexistenceof an injusticewarrantingthe
following correctiveaction.

RECOMMENDATION:

a. ThatPetitioner’snaval recordbecorrected,whereappropriate,to show his
commissionin the Naval Reservewas acceptedon 1 February1998, ratherthan 2 February
1998; andthat his anniversarydateand pay entry basedatebe adjustedaccordingly.

b. Thatany materialor entriesinconsistentwith the Board’srecommendationbe
corrected,removedor completely expungedfrom Petitioner’s recordand that no suchentries
or materialbe addedto therecordin the future.

c. Thata copyof this Reportof Proceedingsbe filed at an appropriatelocation in
Petitioner’snaval record,and that anothercopyof this reportbe returnedto this Board,
togetherwith any materialdirectedto be removedfrom Petitioner’srecord, for retentionin a
confidential file maintainedfor suchpurpose.

4. Pursuantto Section6(c) of the revisedProceduresof the Board for Correctionof Naval
Records(32 Codeof FederalRegulations,Section723.6(c)) it is certified that a quorumwas
presentat theBoard’sreview and deliberations,and that the foregoingis a true andcomplete
recordof the Board’sproceedingsin the aboveentitled matter.

1. Per reference (a), enclosure (1) is returned with the
recommendation that Lieutenant ~ be granted as
specified in paragraph 4 below.

2. Lieutenant ‘~~s requesting that the effective date of
his Naval Reserve appointment be adjusted and a special
promotion selection board be convened to consider his record.

3. A review of Lieute~~ ___ ~T record and petition reveals
that while on active duty he pursued resignation with
reappointment in the Naval Reserve. His intent was to affiliate
with the Selected Reserve immediately after release from active

duty. However, it appears that his command failed to advise him
of the impact of an immed~a e appointment into the Naval
Reserve. Lieutenant~~~~rs separated from active duty on
Saturday, 31 January 1998. Because of the weekend he was not
sworn into the Naval Reserve until Monday, 2 February 1998,
which resulted in a one-day break in service. This one-day
break in service made Lieutenant4 eligible for
consideration for selection for promotion for one year.
Consequently, the FY-99 Inactive Duty Line Lieutenant Commander
Selection Board, which met in June 1998, did not consider him.

4 To correct this situation, we recommend LieutenanlI~I~~r
petition to change the effective date of appointment in the
Naval Reserve from 2 February 1998 to 1 February 1998 be
granted. With regard to his request for a special promotion
board we recommend waiting for the results of the FY-00 Inactive

Duty Line Lieutenant Commander Selection Board. This board met
and considered Lieutenan~1~~ ~r promotion The board
results have not been released as of this date. If selected for
promotion by the FY-00 selection board, we recommend that his
date of rank be adjusted to 1 October 1998. Per discussions
with Reserve Officer Promotion Branch, PERS-86, 1 October 1998
would have been Lieutenant te of rank had he been
considered and selected for promotion by the FY-99 Inactive Duty
Line Lieutenant Commander Selection Board. If not selected for
promotion by the FY-00 board, we support his petition for a
special FY—99 Selection Board.
