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1. Pursuantto the provisionsof reference(a), Subjecthereinafterreferredto asPetitioner,
filed enclosure(1) with this Board requesting,in effect, that theapplicablenaval recordbe
correctedto show that his enlistmentof 14 January1999 was in the temporarypaygradeof
E-6.

2. The Board, consistingof Messrs.Mimer, Pfeiffer, and Ms. McCormick, reviewed
Petitioner’sallegationsof error and injustice on 5 October1999 and, pursuantto its
regulations,determinedthat thecorrectiveaction indicatedbelow should be takenon the
availableevidenceof record. Documentarymaterialconsideredby the Board consistedof the
enclosures,naval records, and applicablestatutes,regulationsand policies.

3. The Board, having reviewedall the facts of record pertainingto Petitioner’sallegations
of error and injustice, finds asfollows:

a. Before applying to this Board, Petitionerexhaustedall administrativeremedies
availableunderexisting law and regulationswithin theDepartmentof the Navy.

b. In correspondenceattachedasenclosure(2), the office havingcognizanceover the
subjectmatteraddressedin Petitioner’sapplication hascommentedto theeffect that the
requesthasmerit and warrantstavorableaction.

CONCLUSION

Upon review and considerationof all the evidenceof record, and especiallyin light of the
contentsof enclosure(2), the Board finds the existenceof an injustice warrantingthe
following correctiveaction.
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RECOMMENDATION:

ThatPetitioner’snaval record becorrected,where appropriate,to show that:

a. Petitioner’senlistmentof 14 January1999 was in thetemporarypaygradeof E-6 and
permanentpaygradeof E-3.

b. That a copy of this Reportof Proceedingsbe filed in Petitioner’snaval record.

4. Pursuantto Section6(c) of the revisedProceduresof theBoard for Correctionof Naval
Records(32 Codeof FederalRegulations,Section723.6(c))it is certified that quorumwas
presentat theBoard’s review and deliberations,and that the foregoingis a true and complete
recordof the Board’sproceedingsin theaboveentitled matter.
