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This is in referenceto your application for correctionof yournaval recordpursuantto the
provisionsof title 10 of the United StatesCode, section1552.

A three-memberpanelof theBoard for Correctionof Naval Records,sitting in executive
session,consideredyourapplicationon 5 October1999. Your allegationsof errorand injustice
were reviewedin accordancewith administrativeregulationsand proceduresapplicableto the
proceedingsof this Board. Documentarymaterial consideredby the Board consistedof your
application, togetherwith all materialsubmittedin supportthereof,your naval record and
applicablestatutes,regulationsand policies.

After careful and conscientiousconsiderationof theentire record, the Board found that the
evidencesubmittedwas insufficient to establishtheexistenceof probablematerialerror or
injustice. You scored195.75 on the February1999 Examand .50 is substractedfor additional
time in serviceand time in rategiving you a total of 195.25 to beappliedagainstthe August
1998 Exam. A Final Multiple of 197.92 was requiredin the August 1998Exam to be advanced.
Accordingly,your applicationhasbeendenied. The namesand votesof the membersof the
panelwill be furnished upon request.

It is regrettedthat thecircumstancesof yourcaseare suchthat favorableaction cannotbe taken.
You areentitled to havethe Board reconsiderits decisionupon submissionof new and material
evidenceor othermatternot previouslyconsideredby the Board. In this regard,it is important
to keepin mind that a presumptionof regularityattachesto all official records. Consequently,
whenapplying for a correctionof an official naval record, the burdenis on theapplicantto
demonstratetheexistenceof probablematerialerroror injustice.
