AIR FORCE SYSTEMS & LOGISTICS CONTRACTING COURSE - MAFJAG 710DL 

(TELESEMINAR COURSE)

Course Description.  The Air Force Systems & Logistics Contracting Course (AFSLCC) is a joint effort of the Air Force JAG School (AFJAGS) and the Air Force Materiel Command (AFMC). It provides instruction in government contract law, primarily from a major acquisitions perspective. Instruction includes lessons on:  (1) fundamentals, such as contract types, negotiated procurement, source selection, cost principles, options, and terminations; (2) contract litigation, such as protests, disputes, bankruptcy, and other judicial and administrative actions; (3) specialized topics, such as environmental law, ethics, technical data, fiscal law, and technology transfer; and (4) current topics, such as acquisition reform, commercial activities, and information technology.

Duration and Enrollment.  A one-week course offered annually during the third week in May via TELESEMINAR from the Air Force Institute of Technology Television (AFIT TV) studio at Wright-Patterson AFB, Ohio.  Enrollment is subject to space availability and technical capabilities of local education and training facilities.

Prerequisites.  The course is open to all Department of Defense (including reserve and guard) and other federal government personnel who meet the following prerequisites: (1) military and civilian attorneys (a basic government contract law course and six months experience in major systems acquisition is recommended) and (2) other personnel in the procurement, program management, financial management, and related fields with at least six (6) months experience in major systems acquisition. 

Site Selection.  This course is available to all CONUS sites that meet the following three criteria: (1) the technical capability to interface with the Air Technology Network (ATN), i.e., a receiver coded to receive government broadcasts, (2) an available classroom, and (3) a "site facilitator" responsible for local administration of the course.

· The installation staff judge advocate (or head of the servicing legal office) is responsible for appointment of a site facilitator. The site facilitator should be an attorney, military or civilian. No fiscal law expertise is required; typically, the site facilitator is also a student. Non-attorneys wishing to enroll in the course should contact the staff judge advocate or legal office to coordinate plans to participate in the course.

· To participate in the course each site must register by the established “No Later Than” date. The course director will provide the site facilitator with all the information and materials needed to conduct the course.

· The local education and training facility is responsible for providing the satellite "downlink" and a classroom. Technical inquiries regarding ATN interoperability should be directed to AFIT TV at DSN 785-7777, Ext.3181 or (937) 225-7777 Ext. 3181. If your site does not have a satellite downlink you may be able to use another site's downlink and have them retransmit the signal to you over landlines.

Due to the course length, it is recommended that it be scheduled with the local facility as early as possible.
