Janice C. Beckett


Janice is currently the Attorney Advisor to the F-16 System Program Office (SPO) and has held that position since May 1997.


Ms Beckett is a native of Dayton, Ohio.  She attended Vandalia-Butler High School in Dayton and later received Bachelor of Arts degrees in Music and Political Science from Ohio Northern University, Ada, Ohio in 1982.  She earned her Juris Doctor degree from the University of Cincinnati College of Law in 1985.  While attending UC, Ms Beckett worked as a law clerk for the U.S.Attorney’s offices in both Dayton and Cincinnati.


From 1985 to February 1988, Ms Beckett was in private practice, representing clients in many aspects of general civil law, including domestic relations, bankruptcy and some personal injury cases.


In February, 1988, Janice was selected to take an entry level attorney position in what was at that time AFCLC/JAB.  Janice served in the eastern trial division from February 1988 until July 1993.  During her tenure in JAB, Janice tried 9 cases and was able to settle several more in the Government’s favor.  In 1993, she transferred over to what is now AFMC LO/JAN, and has been in there ever since. 


During her tenure in AFMC LO/JAN, Ms Beckett has been the attorney advisor to the operational contracting division, ASC/PKWO; the facilities and environmental division, ASC/EM; the F-15 System Program office; the B-1 System Program Office; and currently the F-16 System Program Office.  During her tenure in JAN, Janice has represented the Government in 12 GAO bid protests, one GSBCA protest and one agency protest - all of the protests were either dismissed or denied.  She was specially requested by the Director of Contract Law to assist in defending the protest by Rockwell to the $15 billion JPATS source selection.  She was also specially requested to assist in defending one of five protests to the $250 million Omnibus services contract protest.  As F-16 counsel, she played an active and substantial role in the development of an unprecedented deferred financing arrangement negotiated on behalf of the Government of Israel to facilitate their purchase of approximately 100 F-16s at a total cost of over $3 Billion.


Ms Beckett is admitted to practice in the State of Ohio, and in the Federal Courts.  Her honors and awards include two AFMC LO Legal Quality Awards.  While attorney for ASC/EM, she received two Excellence Awards from EM for her work with the facilities contracting directorate.  As a member of the F-16 Israeli procurement team, she has been nominated for the David Packard Excellence in Acquisition Award.
