Lt Col Meadows is a member of the Secretary of the Air Force, Office of Legislative Liaison, Pentagon, Washington, DC.


Lt Col Meadows was born on 13 July 1961, in Annapolis, Maryland.  He has a Bachelor of Arts Degree from Auburn University, a Juris Doctor Degree from Mercer University, and a Masters of Laws Degree from George Washington University.


After practicing law in Macon, Georgia, Lt Col Meadows entered the Air Force, as a judge advocate, in April 1986. In August 1989,        Lt Col Meadows became the Senior Area Defense Counsel at Ramstein Air Base, Germany.  He PCSed from Germany in July 1991 and was assigned as Chief of Military Justice at Wright-Patterson Air Force Base, Ohio.  While assigned there, he was named Company Grade Officer of the Year.  In August 1993, he became the Executive Officer to the Air Force Material Command Staff Judge Advocate.  After attending the Masters of Law Program in Government Procurement with an emphasis on Environmental Law, Lt Col Meadows was assigned as a Professor and Air Force Liaison Officer at the Army Judge Advocate General’s School in Charlottesville, Virginia.   In August 1997, the American Bar Association named him the Outstanding Lawyer for the United States Air Force.
