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IV.  Drawdown Authorities (FAA).

a.  The FAA provides for three drawdown authorities.  All three require a Presidential determination and some form of notification to Congress.  They are available for use within each fiscal year up to specified dollar amounts.  A major limitation on the use of these authorities is that they are limited to existing defense resources and do not authorize procurement from outside sources to satisfy requests for support.
