SEMINAR PROBLEM #3:  Joint Ethics Regulation and Title 32 Members

National Guard Lt. Col. John Doe is a traditional Guard member.  He has been asked to return to his hometown to be the guest speaker at the dedication of a new football stadium.  In his glory days, Lt. Col. Doe had broken all state records for the number of touchdowns in a single season, so he humbly obliges.  While at the dedication, Lt. Col. Doe runs into Steve Erkel.   Steve was the team towel boy, but is now a mathematician and aerospace engineer for a major DoD contractor.  Steve tells him that he needs to be thinking about employment after the National Guard.  Steve invites Lt. Col. Doe to a huge party and reception for the rollout of the new A.F. fighter, the YF-400.  Steve tells Lt. Col. Doe that he’ll introduce him to all the right people so he can get a job.  

(A)  Has Lt. Col. Doe created any ethical dilemmas by going to his hometown dedication?  

(B)  Has Lt. Col. Doe created any ethical dilemmas by talking to Steve Erkel at the dedication about retirement and possible employment with the DoD contractor?

(C)  If Lt. Col. Doe will be sitting on a strategic planning board that will make recommendations on the number and mix of fighters the AF will purchase through the next decade, can he discuss possible employment with Steve?  
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
