SEMINAR PROBLEM #14:  Homosexual Conduct Policy

(A)  You just received a letter from a former spouse of one of your unit’s members, SSgt. Freeatlast.  The letter alleges that SSgt. Freeatlast is a homosexual who frequents gay bars and that is the reason they are now divorced.  This is the first you have heard anything to suggest that SSgt Freeatlast might be homosexual.  What should you do?
(B)  Capt. Jock is a 38-year-old unmarried female who works in the maintenance squadron.  She is highly competent but wears her hair really short, has never been married, or had a child.  Capt. Jock is not popular among the more senior enlisted members who claim that she is a lesbian.  The senior enlisted members complain that she is aggressive and bosses them around.  One day, SMSgt Neidabrain comes to you in confidence saying that he and several other NCOs went to the OSI (you are a tenant on an active duty or Reserve base where an OSI presence exists) because they believe Capt. Jock is a lesbian and because he saw her with a woman who was dressed in a masculine manner at dinner at a local sports bar.  He also says that she lives with a woman – he knows because he drove by her house and saw a woman in the house that was not Capt. Jock.  He thought this was really odd and served to confirm his suspicions that Capt. Jock is in fact a lesbian.  Your response?  

(C)  Major Sandman is about to graduate with his certification as a nurse anesthetist.  Major Sandman got the degree in part by relying on the Air Force’s education benefits coupled with state educational benefits.  Major Sandman sadly reports to the first sergeant that he has been having gender identity issues lately and has discovered that he is gay.  Major Sandman tells the first sergeant that he has engaged in homosexual conduct and plans to continue to do so, because he is proud of who he is and won’t hide it any longer.  What should the first sergeant do?

(D)  While on routine patrol at your base, Blizzardville ANG Base, an Airman from security forces
comes upon a car parked in the church parking lot with the windows fogged up.  The security forces Airman decides that since the base holiday party ended an hour ago, this is probably two dependents who are up to shenanigans.  He decides to have fun and approaches the vehicle with his patrol truck lights out.  He leaves his patrol truck and approaches the car, shining his light in an area of the window that has not fogged completely over.  He clearly surprises the two half dressed occupants who start scrambling for their clothes.  When the occupants emerge fully dressed after a few minutes, Airman notes that they are two Guard members of the same gender.  What do you do when the airman calls for advice?
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
