SEMINAR PROBLEM #15:  Members charged with serious civilian crimes awaiting trial 

(A)  The Chief of Personnel calls to tell you that one of your junior enlisted members is out of state TDY (State X) and has just been arrested.  They ask you to find out what is going on and you find out that your unit member was arrested in the civilian community due to the joint efforts of the OSI and local law enforcement officials.  Local law enforcement has a team that investigates adults trying to entice kids on the internet; they discovered your unit member in a chat room online.  Your unit member began communicating with a person he believed to be a 14-year-old girl (really an undercover police officer) and exchanged a number of emails in which he graphically discussed his desire to have sex with her.  The unit member then made arrangements to meet with the girl at the home of her underage friend where he believed he would find no parents and both underage girls ready and willing to have sex with him.  When he arrives he finds a group of ugly police officers and smelly OSI agents.  Your unit member had the foresight to arrive with a box of condoms and a video camera.  He is charged with attempted solicitation of a minor, removed from the school where he is on Title 32 orders, and sent home to your state. 

(B)  You receive a call from TSgt Whitehead’s ex-wife, who has informed the commander that she just bailed Whitehead out of jail for “selling cocaine.”  The security forces’ commander checks with civilian authorities, and preliminary information indicates that Whitehead is being charged with “possession of cocaine for resale.”  Whitehead is a loadmaster with ten good years who is scheduled to deploy on AEF 9 in two months.  What should you do?
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
