SEMINAR PROBLEM #18:  Positive Urinalysis Processing


(A)  Lt. Smith has always been a top performer in your unit until recently.  In the past four months, he has been 30 minutes late to drill every day but one.  He seems to have an attitude problem and his performance has deteriorated.  You heard a rumor that Lt. Smith, an avid Harley Davidson owner, has been hanging around a biker group that goes to Deadwood and Lead, South Dakota every year for a motorcycle rally.  What options does the commander have?

(B)  Amn Wildboy has been coming to the last few drills late, but everyone likes him because he is just so friendly.  You have overheard him in the past talking to some of his co-workers about some wild clubs that he goes to on Friday and Saturday night.  When you ask his co-workers what is going on, they clam up, although one airman tells you that “Amn Wildboy” likes to go to these late-night clubs where they have laserlights—he thinks they are called “Raves.”  Amn Wildboy doesn’t seem to be able to concentrate at work and when you try and talk to him, he gets defensive and uptight and wants to know “who has been bad-mouthing him?”  He assures you that everything is fine, he is just staying out too late at night but he will start going to bed earlier when it is time for drill.  You don’t worry about it until one day a security forces NCO, who is a narcotics officer for the local police department, comes and tells you that he noticed some items in the front seat of Amn Wildboy’s car when Amn Wildboy  was coming through the front gate, that he thought you should know about.  He then begins to tell you that he saw lots of empty water bottles, a pacifier that looked chewed up, and a “glow-stick.”
