SEMINAR PROBLEM #19:  Lautenberg Amendment

(A)  Jane Jones, a 21-year-old single mother of a 3 year old child, wants to enlist in your Guard unit.  She is more than qualified for the job she wants, and the issue of her dependent care is adequately addressed.  However she has a conviction for assault as a result of a fight she got into with her ex-boyfriend when she was 18.  She, with the advice of counsel, pleaded guilty to the misdemeanor assault charge, which was based on her slapping and pushing the victim, and was sentenced to probation.  The ex-boyfriend happens to be the father of her child.  Is there a problem with her enlistment?

(B)  Lt Col Smith just found out that one of his civil engineers has been convicted of a misdemeanor assault against his soon-to-be ex-wife.  The conviction occurred less than 2 months ago.  What can and should the commander do?

(C)  One of your sterling airmen comes to you and tells you that he has a “confession” to make.  Apparently six months ago he pled guilty to criminal trespass and heard that he was supposed to tell his commander if he had any convictions.  After obtaining the civilian police report and indictment, you discover that the original charge was domestic violence—he went over to his soon to be ex-wife’s apartment and gave her a black eye after consuming too much beer at a party.  What now?  Does it change the scenario if this guy is a dirt bag and you have been looking for an excuse to get rid of him? 
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
