SUBJECT:  Welcome and Information

1.  Congratulations on your selection to attend the OLC/JAG Flag starting on Monday, 7 May and ending on Friday, 18 May 2001.  The faculty, staff, and I look forward to you joining us at the Air Force Judge Advocate General School (AFJAG School) for this important event.

2.  The overall theme of OLC/JAG Flag, consistent with the Expeditionary Aerospace Force concept, will be the role of the JAG-paralegal team as part of an Aerospace Expeditionary Force. The first week and the first day of the second week will be in traditional lecture format conducted at the AFJAG School.  On Monday evening of the second week, course participants will deploy to the Vigilant Warrior Site, approximately an hour away from Maxwell AFB, where the JAG Flag Exercise will be held.  Participants will return to Maxwell AFB on Thursday evening and enjoy a Recovery Social.  Students will be released NLT 1300 on 18 May to return home.  I know you will find OLC/JAG Flag to be a superb educational experience because you will be actively participating in the learning process by applying your knowledge to situational challenges.

3.  This course covers a great deal of material in a short time.  Lectures usually run from 0730 until 1700.  During the JAG Flag field exercise, MREs will be provided for lunch meals.  A field kitchen will supply breakfasts and dinners.  If you have special dietary needs, please annotate those requirements on the attached pre-arrival questionnaire.  Unless medically required, no outside food will be permitted at JAG Flag.

4.  The course assumes a basic level of operational knowledge.  Attendees should be familiar with the SROE, LOAC, and normal core JAG functions such as wills, Article 15s, and claims.  If you have access to FLITE, we ask that you take some time before arriving at Maxwell to acquaint yourself with the Operations Law web page found at:

5.  Attendees should come prepared to deal with the stress, heat, and environment of spending three days living and working out of a tent during JAG Flag.  Every attendee should meet the minimum medical and personnel (e.g., dog tags, finance records) deployment qualifications.  Anyone on a profile must obtain clearance from the course director prior to being able to attend the course.  IF YOU ARE ON A PROFILE, CONTACT THE COURSE DIRECTOR IMMEDIATELY.  Additionally, if you have any allergies that might cause a medical situation in the field, i.e. stinging insects, poison ivy, etc., please annotate those allergies on the attached pre-arrival questionnaire.

6.  Attendees must come prepared as if they are going on a real world deployment with a mobility folder, chemical warfare training, current shots, weapons training, dog tags, etc.  Please see the attached student preparation document for more details.  The appropriate uniform for the entire course will be BDUs or DCUs.  Bring casual civilian clothing for the evenings prior to the deployment, but neither the blue service dress uniform nor dressy civilian clothes will be needed.  A list of items to bring and not to bring is attached.
7.  For those flying into Montgomery, you may call Transportation at 953-5038 to request a base taxi.  There are also commercial taxis (approximate fare of $15.00) and rental cars are available at the airport.  We will make your lodging arrangements.  While we will do our best to have everyone housed on base, we cannot guarantee that space will be available.  Please do not call lodging directly to make your own reservation as this may result in duplicate entries and deny someone the opportunity for on-base quarters.  Reservations with lodging will begin on Sunday, 6 May and end on Friday, 18 May. If you are arriving before that date or after midnight on the 6th, please call or e-mail our course director so that alternate reservations can be made.  Regardless of where you are ultimately billeted, it will be necessary to check in at the Lodging Office or "University Inn," Building 157 (the "high rise" next to the Officer's Club), upon arrival.  Do not release any transportation until after you check in, as your quarters may be some distance from the Lodging Office.  Billeting for JAG Flag will be in tents with platforms.  Cots and sleeping bags will be supplied.

8.  Two social events have been planned; an icebreaker on Monday, 7 May at the Officer's Club; and a Recovery Social on Thursday, 17 May after returning from the JAG Flag field deployment.  Total cost for these events, MREs and the field kitchen meals during the deployment, beverage mug, and daily refreshments consisting of coffee, tea, soft drinks and cocoa will be approximately $70, which will be collected at the same time as the course registration.  Payment by personal check is preferred.  In addition, we have available a black JAG Flag 2001 T-shirt for sale.  If you want a shirt, please so indicate on the attached pre-arrival questionnaire.  PLEASE RETURN THE QUESTIONNAIRE NO LATER THAN 16 APRIL.  For the course registration, please bring one copy of your orders.  If you desire CLE credit, please have your state bar number available.

9.  The course is scheduled to begin at 0800 in the Kuhfeld Auditorium of the AFJAG School, on 7 May.  The course is currently scheduled to end at 1300 on Friday, 18 May.  If you are leaving by air, do not schedule your departure flight from Montgomery until after 1400.  If you are leaving by air from Atlanta, please factor in the driving time and time zone difference.  Early departures from the course will not be authorized; no exceptions will be made. 

10.  We look forward to seeing you and expect you will find the course to be both educationally rewarding and enjoyable. What To Bring To Operations Law Course/JAG Flag 

Individuals attending the course should have a familiarity with the SROE, LOAC and normal core JAG functions, such as: wills, Article 15s, claims.  Attendees will be tasked to provide answers; prepare briefings; and resolve issues based on field inputs.  The scenarios will range from fiscal law issues to traditional legal assistance to LOAC and SOFAs.  Deploy to this course as you would deploy in the "real-world."  For example, come ready to draft a will, prepare Article 15s, and report LOAC violations, etc. 

Note: Students will be processed through a mobility line prior to deployment to the JAG FLAG exercise.  Your "gear" and particularly your mobility folder will be inspected.

19. Laptop with extra battery packs and extension cord - Should have CD ROM Drive if possible.

(OPTIONAL, you don't have to bring this, but none will be provided.  NOTE: Course materials will be provided on CD.  Research during EXERCISE JAG Flag will be enhanced if you have this capability.)

20. Bubblejet printer with extra cartridges (OPTIONAL) 
21. Plastic to encase computer and printer to protect it from rain (OPTIONAL)
