SUBJECT:  Welcome and Information 

1.  Congratulations on your selection to attend Class 01-A of the Staff Judge Advocate Course (SJAC) from 18 to 29 June 2001.  We look forward to seeing you again at the Air Force Judge Advocate General (AFJAG) School. 

2.  SJAC is designed to prepare you for duties and responsibilities as a staff judge advocate and help you transition to this most challenging JAG assignment.  If you have been an SJA before, it will allow you to reflect on your approach to the SJA position and share your experiences with your classmates.  

3.  For those flying into Montgomery, government transportation may be available to take you directly from the airport to the billeting office.  If transportation is not available, please call the transportation office at 953-5038 or use the courtesy phone located near the baggage carousel.  Commercial taxis are available.  Expect a taxi fare of approximately $15.00, which is a reimbursable expense on your travel voucher.  If authorized on your orders, rental cars may also be leased at the airport.  When you arrive on Maxwell, please report to the billeting office, Bldg 157 (the “high rise” next to the Officers' Club).  Please complete and return the attached reservation form by 29 May to help us reserve rooms.  Don’t release your transportation until you check in at the billeting office.  We will make every effort to put you in the JAG Dorm, Bldg 680, but for a number of reasons, this is not guaranteed.  PLEASE NOTE: All Maxwell AFB billeting facilities are now non-smoking, and the Riverfront Dining Hall is the only dining facility within walking distance of Dougherty Hall that is open on Sunday evenings.  

4.  Three official social functions have been planned for the class.  The first is a get-acquainted gathering (hors d’oeuvres and pay as you go bar) at the Officers’ Club on Monday, 18 June at 1630.  The second is a barbecue and softball game at Hopper Lodge on Thursday, 21 June with softball starting at 1630.  Finally, a graduation dinner is planned for Thursday, 28 June at 1800.  It will be held at the Capital City Club in Montgomery.  This will be a sit-down dinner and sport coat and tie or female equivalent will be required.  In addition, we’ll provide breakfast on the first day and the last day of the course and morning coffee/beverage bar.  Cost for the three functions and daily food service (koozie cup and beverages) will be about $100.00.  There is no fee for course materials or any other administrative charges.  In addition to the three functions listed above, we will offer an optional SJAC/LOMC best-ball golf tournament and steak cookout (estimated total cost of $35.00) on Saturday, 23 June.  The golf will contain lots of “fun” rules that will benefit non-golfers and is set to begin in the morning. 

5.  The preferred uniform for all class sessions is the light blue, short sleeve shirt or blouse (without tie/tab).  A service dress uniform is not required for any course function.  The weather in Montgomery changes quickly, so bringing a lightweight jacket and/or umbrella may be prudent.  Despite the summer season here, our big auditorium sometimes gets quite cool, so bringing your uniform sweater is also a good idea. 

6.  All students must report to the Dickinson Law Center (the JAG School), Building 694, no later than 0730 on 18 June 2001 for the welcome and in-processing.  Money (checks made payable to “JAG School Social Fund” are preferred) for the events and amenities noted above and one copy of your orders will be collected at that time.  The course will end at about noon on Friday, 29 June 2001.  If you are leaving by air, do not schedule your departure flight from Montgomery until after 1400.  We recommend you make your return reservations as soon as possible. 

7.  We will provide you with reference materials and lecture outlines for this course.  At the end of the course, we will have packing boxes and strapping tape available to help ship your materials.  However, by regulation, the JAG School is not authorized to ship your course materials at government expense.  Please be prepared to hand carry your course materials or to ship them at your own expense.
