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APPENDIX 3 TO ANNEX D TO ESP CORONET HURL (U)
MEDICAL SERVICES (U)

1.    PURPOSE:  This Appendix provides guidance to ensure adequate medical support for all personnel deployed under this ESP.

2.    CONCEPT OF OPERATIONS:  Medical personnel deploying to host base and from USAFE Headquarters will perform routine medical care and certain emergency care.  HQ USAFE/SG will task independent military duty medical technician (IDMT) for treatment of minor illnesses in the predeployment phase and postdeployment phase.  Individuals tasked will work with deploying unit physician during actual deployment.  For emergency medical care, go to the nearest medical facility to receive treatment.  Immediately contact 39 WG Clinic for further instructions and processing.  All bills for medical care received at local facility will be forwarded to 39 WG Clinic/SGM, Incirlik AB, Turkey, APO NY 90255-5300, with written statement of explanation, for payment.  Deploying medical element will provide the following in addition to normal medical supplies:  Pepto-Bismol, Limotil, Broad Spectrum antibiotics, Kaopectate, Sun Screen, condoms and insect bite kits to treat the deployed force for the duration of the deployment.  These items will not be provided by host nation medical facilities.  Emergency Air Evacuation will be obtained by contacting the 39 WG Clinic/SGR Duty hour phone DSN 672-3224, After Duty hour phone DSN 672-3257 Commercial 125-9943, extension 3257.  Deploying physicians should contact local city hospital staff upon arrival to establish liaison.  While there are no regulatory restrictions on the consumption of locally prepared foods, deployed personnel are to be discouraged from purchasing consumables from street vendors.  Deployed personnel should drink only bottled water.  When eating in local restaurants, personnel will ask to have a closed bottle of water presented at the table if water is desired.

3.    RESPONSIBILITIES:
    a.    Deploying unit will provide at Site A:
          (1)  A Squadron Medical Element (SME) to include a flight surgeon (AFSC 9351/9356) and one aeromedical technician (AFSC 901XQ/ 902XQ).

          (2)  Joint crash coverage with the host base during unit flying hours.

          (3)  Routine and Emergency Medical Care for all deployed personnel.

          (4)  Environmental Health Coverage for all deployed personnel.

          (5)  A copy of deploying flight surgeon's credentials will be provided to HQ USAFE/SGH with info copy to 39 WG/SGH to arrive NLT 15 days prior to STARTEX OPR:  HQ USAFE/SGAX

          (6)  Emergency medical kit to equip WRM ambulance to include: oxygen, suction equipment, two litters and related supplies to care for trauma patients.
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(7)  Enough medical supplies to maintain medical coverage for the total length of deployment.

    b.  Other Support:
          (1)  39 WG Clinic will provide/coordinate:

               (a)  Air evacuation coordination through 2d AES, Ramstein AB, GE.

               (b)  Ambulatory Medical and Dental Care which cannot be managed by deployed medical personnel.

               (c)  Coordination/Liaison with IDMT or physicians attached to deployed units concerning 38 WG Clinic or local facility capability.

               (d)  One (1) field ambulance to be prepositioned for deployed unit's use at host base and to be picked up at ENDEX.

          (2)  USAFE/SG will source for deployed location:

               (a)  Two IDMT's who will arrive and depart with the ADVON and Rear Detachment and bring sufficient medical first aid supplies to sustain medical care in the pre- and post-deployment phases.

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APPENDIX 4 TO ANNEX D TO ESP CORONET HURL (U)

MOBILITY, TRANSPORTATION AND CUSTOMS (U)

1.  GENERAL:  This Appendix defines the joint responsibilities of host base, sponsor unit, deploying-units, host nation, 16AF and HQ USAFE.

    a.  The Reception Liaison Team (RLT) will verify the time and placement of vehicles for the duration of the exercise.

    b.  Deploying unit will establish a vehicle control office at Site A and appoint a Vehicle Control Officer (VCO) who will be the sole point of contact for coordination of all transportation support.  Operator care program will be enforced.

    c.  Vehicle support will not normally exceed requirements  outlined by this ESP.  Additional vehicle requirements will be justified by the RLT or designated representatives and requested through 39 LG.

    d.  Additional contracted vehicles above those agreed upon in Tab  A must be validated with 39 LG, 16AF/LGTX, HQ USAFE/LGTX and approved by HQ USAFE/CGY.

    e.  39 LG will ensure host nation customs preclearance, to include advance information packages, NLT 30 days prior to the scheduled departure date.

    f.  AMC airlift will move resupply items from the CONUS to Europe.  Onward movement to exercise locations should be accomplished by surface/intratheater airlift (as applicable).  Primary intratheater airlift resupply will be provided by the common user C-130 channel system.  Requirements that cannot be supported via existing AMC routes/channels will be supported by Special Assignment Airlift Missions (SAAMs). Deploying unit will submit the airlift request.  HQ  USAFE/CGY will approve funds.  HQ USAFE/LGTA, DSN 480-6523/7444, will  validate intratheater SAAMs.

    g.  Passenger airlift for ANG units redeploying during mid-tour  rotation(s) will be validated by ANG/XOXE NLT 1 Jan 01.

2.  CONCEPT OF OPERATIONS:
    a.  Vehicle Management:

(1)  The deployed commander must determine/approve all official business travel off base.  A shuttle bus schedule will be developed by the deployed unit VCO to establish pick-up locations and times.

        (2)  Recreational travel (MWR) is NOT authorized using US military or DOD vehicles.

        (3)  All authorized vehicles will be furnished through USAFE sources.  Rental vehicles not authorized by this document or approved/substituted by USAFE/LGT are considered to be non-government sponsored and will not be supported by the host or the US Government.

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        (4)  All accidents must be reported immediately to the deployed VCO and commander for action as appropriate.  Accident reporting will be up-channeled through 39 LG/LGX.

        (5)  Vehicles not required for mission use will be secured during non- duty hours.

        (6)  Vehicle operators will possess a valid US Government Motor Vehicle Operators Identification Card.  Additionally, drivers must receive the local drivers safety orientation briefing.  39 LG/LGT will mail a copy of the briefing to deploying unit NLT 1 Jan 01.  Driver's must have annotated on their licenses  "Valid for Turkey for CORONET HURL".  NOTE:  This can be done at home station after individual is given orientation briefing.  Individuals renting vehicles for personal use off location must have an international driver's license.

        (7)  Drivers must receive permission from the airfield tower prior to operating on runways/taxiways.

        (8)  Coordinate with host base authorities for night-time vehicle operation passes.

        (9)  MOGAS and diesel fuel will be issued to deploying unit  vehicles as detailed in Appendix 1, Annex D.

     b.  Vehicle Maintenance:

        (1)  Deploying unit will provide vehicle mechanics to perform maintenance on all U.S. Government vehicles.  39 LG will arrange for any maintenance above deployed unit's capability.  Vehicle mechanics will deploy with standard and metric tools to perform maintenance on U.S. manufactured vehicles and are required to maintain them in a safe and serviceable condition.  Maintenance will be performed at the Turkish transportation vehicle compound.  Host will provide a suitable vehicle loading ramp.

       (2)  Deploying unit will supply T.O.'s for each type of vehicle.

3.  RESPONSIBILITIES:
     a.  HQ USAFE/LGT will source requirements beyond capabilities of 16 AF.

     b.  16 AF will
         (1)  Take action to fill shortfalls with NAF assets prior to elevation to HQ/USAFE/LGTX/LGTV.

         (2)  Source requirements beyond capabilities of 39 LG.

    c.  39 LG will source requirements beyond capabilities of support unit.

         (1)  Arrange and contract for any line-haul surface movement from the deployment site to other locations.
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         (2)  Arrange and contract for any surface line-haul or passenger movement between APOE/APOD and Deployment location.

    d.  The Deploying unit will:
         (1)  Appoint an individual for all transportation matters affecting the unit.  This appointee will be identified to HQ-USAFE/ LGTT/LGTV/LGTX, 16AF/LGTI, 39 LG/XOX/LGT, 39 LG/LGT and (ACA) NLT 1 Feb 01.

         (2)  Provide the host with a complete list of vehicle registration numbers authorized to receive exercise reimbursable fuel.

         (3)  Submit airlift request changes for deployment/ redeployment to the home station Traffic Management Office, with info copy to 39 LG, HQ USAFE/LGTAR, 16AF/LGT, and 39 MP, Incirlik ACA.

     e.  The Host Base will:
        (1)   Provide joint use of their vehicle operations and  maintenance compound.

        (2)  Provide a suitable vehicle loading ramp.

        (3)  Allow use of available vehicles if requested by deploying units.

     f.  The Det 6, 7316 MATF (ACA), Incirlik TU will:
        (1)  Provide deploying units with APOE/APOD AMC channel,  customer service interface for cargo and passenger requirements.

        (2)  Trace cargo moving through the AMC channel system in support of deploying units.

CUSTOMS (U)

1.  PURPOSE:  The purpose of this Tab is to outline regulatory and support requirements, processing procedures for customs, and agricultural clearance of personnel and cargo deploying from and to the US.

2.  CONCEPT OF OPERATIONS:
     a.  Customs preclearance is required by EUCOM and DOD directives.  Any unit desiring exception to policy must submit a well-supported request to USCINCEUR ECJl MANNHEIM GE//CUSTOMS// ASAP.

     b.  The sponsor is responsible for coordinating with the host nation to make arrangements and provide customs inspections for all deploying unit personnel and cargo at the embarkation/debarkation locations for both arriving and departing international flights.  Normal air flow messages will be used by the deploying unit and sponsor to give the host customs inspector the number of passengers and short tons of cargo on each transport aircraft.

     c.  39 LG/LGT is responsible for coordinating host nation customs.

d.  The 42 MPG will conduct redeployment customs and agriculture inspections and coordinate maintenance of sterility at en route stops for US passengers and cargo.  Inspections will be conducted to ensure that US Customs and Department of agriculture import restrictions and standards established per publications are satisfied.

e.  Once this customs check is completed, customs clearance is not required at port of entry into the US unless the aircraft are diverted en route and must RON.  Moreover, if lengthy delays are encountered at an en route stop such that maintaining passenger sterility would result in undue discomfort to passengers, the troop commander will coordinate with appropriate authorities to release passengers and arrange for customs upon arrival in CONUS.

     f.  Customs procedures will be implemented IAW DOD 5030-49R, NATO SOFA, national laws, and principles written in this Tab.

     g.  If an emergency situation occurs which requires an individual to return to CONUS prior to ENDEX, coordinate requirements with the sponsor unit.

3.  RESPONSIBILITIES:
     a.  The Sponsor will:
(1)  Monitor redeployment assembly areas at each site where the redeploying units can conduct wash and/or customs inspection operations within the allotted time frame.

         (2)  Monitor for US customs preclearance for the redeployment.
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     b.  42nd MPG will:
         (1)  Provide predeployment information packets to the deploying units outlining re-entry standards and requirements, NLT 15 Jan 01.  Briefing can also be arranged at unit's home station.

         (2)  Provide customs clearance teams to be housed under the same conditions as the deploying unit, up to eight (8) days prior to ENDEX.

         (3)  Conduct site customs and agriculture inspections of CONUS-bound aircrew, passengers, and cargo as appropriate.

         (4)  Prior to customs processing, give all personnel a briefing on prohibited or restricted items.  Military working dogs may be utilized for narcotics detection.  Have all redeploying personnel process through an amnesty area prior to completing Customs Fm 6059B, Customs Declaration.  Aircraft will be inspected prior to boarding of passengers to ensure no prohibited items are on board.

         (5)  Keep passengers and cargo in separate customs holding areas until load time.  They will not come in contact with uncleared personnel or consume agriculturally prohibited items.  If personnel are taken to a dining facility for meals, these meals must conform to US Department of Agriculture standards.  The 42 MPG will ensure area selected for customs holding has necessary amenities for passengers to include, at a minimum, both male and female toilet facilities, access to drinking water, designated smoking/nonsmoking restrictions and suitable sitting area.

         (6)  Collect the customs FM 6059B immediately prior to boarding the aircraft or vessel and provide these forms to the aircraft commander or vessel captain.

     c.  The deploying unit will:
         (1)  Provide proposed flight routing information to the host and to the Commander, 42 MPG (ATTN: S-3 Exercises) APO NY 09086-5374, NLT 30 days prior to redeployment of each unit returning to CONUS.  Confirm flight routing information as soon as it becomes available.

         (5)  Provide and assist with inspections of all deployed personnel, baggage, and cargo prior to departing the deployed  location.  Declaration forms will be turned over to Turkish Customs officials upon arrival at the APOE/WPOE.  TGS will designate the  APOE/APOD and WPOE/WPOD as point of entry/exit for customs purposes.

        (6)  Outline customs holding area with salt, and provide clean-up detail.

        (7)  Ensure country clearance for all personnel is obtained IAW Foreign Clearance Guide instructions.  Clearance is granted by  6ATAF with info to 16AF/TDAI and 39 LG/LGX.

        (8)  Will ensure that a minimum of one copy of all deployment  orders, passenger manifests, and equipment manifests stamped by Turkish Customs officials, are maintained and protected so that they may be provided to Turkish Customs officials for redeployment customs clearance.

    d.  The importation of duty-free supplies, equipment, and other goods will be for the sole use of the deploying unit.  There is no limit on the amount of foreign currency which may be brought into Turkey.  Foreign currency can be exported in an amount equal to that which was brought into the country.

    e.  Materials imported for this exercise and not consumed during exercise will be removed from country by the deploying forces.  Material and equipment imported for the exercise will not be sold, exchanged, or given to either Turkish military personnel or civilians.  The same policy applies to the personal belongings of US military personnel.

        (9)  Certify munitions expenditure documents (AF Forms 2005) upon ENDEX.

       (10)  Ensure 461XO personnel properly pack, mark, label and prepare for return shipment, any unused munitions and equipment remaining at ENDEX.  Some 461XO personnel must be qualified munitions inspectors and be able to certify munitions for air shipment on DD Form 1387-2.  Coordination must be accomplished with the EMC and the 

transportation representative.

       (11)  Assist the support unit in placing WRM/PPP assets back into storage condition prior to departure for home station.

4.  GENERAL INFORMATION:

The dates, times, and location will be determined by the deployed unit commanders and the support unit Accounting and Finance Officer.     c.  The support unit will fund their participation costs from local resources with subsequent funding adjustment by HQ USAFE.  The  USAFE support unit is responsible for budgeting and funding exercise costs, other than TDY costs, i.e., contract quarters, fuel, miscellaneous services, etc. (See Tab A for authorized expenditures).  Expenditures will be charged to program element code (PEC) 28011F.  The RC/CC and ESP codes are available through the deploying or support unit budget offices or HQ USAFE/ACBOM.

    d.  The paying agent will be escorted by 39 MSSQ security police when conducting cash operations.  The location of the cashier office will be determined by the exercise commander and cashier.  Transportation to and from the deployment locations will be by C-12 or C-21 aircraft when possible.  A schedule to be determined.

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    e.  All aviation fuel issues will be accounted for under normal Aviation Fuel Management Accounting System procedures (AMAS).  Refer to Appendix 1 to Annex D of this ESP for specific procedures.

    f.  The attached funding estimate represents the final budget estimate established by the predeployment site survey (Tab A).  Participating USAFE units which desire to expend funds over and above those contained in listed in the attached Tab must submit a budget estimate to USAFE EUROPS/DOXE and HQ USAFE/ACBOM 60 days prior to STARTEX.  After approval of the funding estimate, USAFE units are authorized to obligate and expend funds up to the exercise cost estimate.

    g.  After the end of the exercise, the support comptroller will provide a report to HQ USAFE/ACX and sponsor DO regarding the comptroller support provided to the deployed personnel within 15 days after the termination of the exercise.

    h.  After-action budget reports are to be submitted according to USAFE Sup 1 to AFR 15-37 and USAFE Sup 1 to AFI 65-601, Vol 1, and submitted to USAFE EUROPS/DOXE and HQ USAFE/ACBOM.  This report is to be a coordinated ACB/DO/LGX report.  The USAFE units that do not submit the required reports will not be reimbursed by HQ USAFE.  Costs must be broken out by the specific elements of expense investment code (EEIC).  To obtain current-year funds for fourth-quarter exercises, cost estimates for exercise requirements must be submitted to HQ USAFE/ACBOM NLT 30 days prior to STARTEX in the format specified by USAFE Sup 1 to AFI 65-601, Vol 1.

4.  RESPONSIBILITIES:
    a.  HQ USAFE will reimburse the host base for only those services and supplies generated by the deploying unit's presence or requirements.

    b.  The deploying unit will:
        (1)  Comply with para 3h requirements (above) for fourth-quarter exercises.

        (2)  Appoint representatives to be responsible for the collection of documentation/ information relative to expenditures incurred during CORONET HURL which may/will require reimbursement IAW applicable international agreements.  Ensure designated representatives sign receipts for all services and/or supplies received and accepted.

       (3)  Predeployment personnel briefing will stress the following  areas: (Local AFO should participate in this briefing and comply with AFM 177-373, Vol 1, para 15-04).

            (a)  Field duty is applicable when quarters and meals are provided at no cost to the member.  Field conditions will apply at the exercise location on dates shown in Services annex.

            (b)  NO travel advances will be paid at the deployment location.

            (c)  NO casual payments will be made at the deployment  location.  Emergency  casual payments must be approved in writing by the individual's deployed unit commander.
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            (d)  All active duty personnel are required to have a current LES in their possession.

            (e)  Personnel should deploy with or have access to sufficient funds to cover all personal expenditures for the duration of the deployment.  All US treasury checks, personal checks, and traveler's checks will be honored by the paying agent, but services will be limited to $200.00 (E-4 and below) and $400.00 (E-5 and above) per individual, per day.  Check cashing and currency exchange services will be scheduled at a date and time to be determined.

            (f)  Deploying personnel should ensure a current DD Form 1337, Authorization/Designation for Emergency Pay and Allowances is on file.  To ensure continued support of their dependents, deploying  personnel must be participating in the direct deposit program.  All active-duty personnel are required to have current LES in their possession upon arrival to the TDY/deployment location.

            (g)  Direct deposit participants who have their money sent to a checking account must bring a sufficient quantity of checks on the deployment.  Direct deposit participants who have their checks sent to a savings account will have to obtain sufficient funds prior to deployment.

            (h)  AF Form 2282, Adverse Affect/Missed Meals, will be  required to support payment of per diem for meals missed due to duty related causes.  Missed Meals Ready to Eat (MREs) do not count as a missed meal.

       (4)  The deployed unit commander will ensure representatives  authorized to certify for the receipt or consumption of supplies or services, certify invoices/delivery tickets prior to redeployment.  The billings will be signed with the following statement:  "I certify that services were received and accepted for CORONET HURL."

       (5)  Prior to redeployment to the CONUS, a consolidated list of all expenses yet to be billed or receipted for is to be provided to the support unit AFO for future payment.

       (6)  The deploying unit will be responsible for any damage caused by deployed personnel.

    c.  The host base will:
       (1)  Ensure any damages caused by the deploying unit are clearly documented and signed by the deployed unit commander.  The final repair bill must be in English.  It must include the actual cost of repair and a complete documented list of the damages signed by the deployed unit commander.  Upon receipt of the bill the sponsor AFO will make payment.

    d.  The support unit comptroller will:
       (1)  Assist the deployed unit representatives with guidance on proper documentation to verify bills presented by the host.

       (2)  Pay properly documented and supported invoices submitted for exercise costs and expenses.

NOTE:  This office has primary legal responsibility for international law matters arising during deployment and for assisting the deploying commander in addressing those legal problems which cannot be deferred until the deployment is terminated.

2.  RESPONSIBILITIES:

   a.  Prior to deployment

       1.  International Legal Considerations
           (a)  Status of Forces, Base Rights and Other Applicable International Agreements - Compliance with International Treaties and Agreements.  USAFE activities and personnel will consult with the servicing staff judge advocate who will consider whether any agreements currently in effect are expressly or by necessary implication applicable during this deployment.

           (b)  Foreign Criminal Jurisdiction:  Commanders and participants in deployments incident to this ESP must be thoroughly aware that violations of host country law may subject them to the criminal and civil jurisdiction of the host nation both in the host country and in the United States.  Consequently, in advance of deployment, commanders will review the pertinent country representative instructions set forth in USAFER 110-1, Exercise of Foreign Criminal Jurisdiction over US Personnel.  Participants will familiarize themselves with the information contained in HQ USAFE/JA's Project Pitfall letters pertinent to all countries in which they will ultimately deploy.  These letters highlight specific host nation sensitivities.  USAFE units may obtain them from their unit SJA; non-USAFE units may obtain them from HQ USAFE/JAI, Unit 3050, Box 100, APO AE 09094-0100 (Ramstein AB GM).

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            (c)  Legal Assistance and Mobility Processing:  To the maximum extent possible, mobility line legal assistance should be avoided.  Personnel identified for deployment should receive regular legal counseling in order to keep their legal affairs as up to date as possible.  Specific matters to be reviewed include counsel​ing, preparation of wills, powers-of-attorney, insurance, taxation, financial matters and legal problems which may be aggravated by deployment.

    b.  During Deployment:

        1.  Military Justice.  Various Air Force commanders exercise concurrent UCMJ jurisdiction over deployed personnel.  The commander of the deployed force, if appointed on G-Series orders may, in many cases, exercise Article 15 authority over deployed personnel (AFI 51-202, Nonjudicial Punishment Guide, Apr 94).  Offenses alleged to have been committed by deployed personnel will be investigated and reports forwarded for action to the commanders who are authorized to take ac​tion.  HQ USAFE/JAM (DSN 480​6866) will be advised of the facts and circumstances surrounding cases that may result in punitive action.

        2.  Claims.  Claims resulting from US forces participation in this exercise should be referred to the servicing staff judge advocate for processing.  Claims for lost or damaged personal property will normally be handled through the unit's SJA.  All incidents that result in property damage, personal injury or death in the host country will be reported immediately to the servicing SJA.

       3.  International Legal Considerations.  Incidents concerning foreign crimi​nal jurisdiction (AFR 110-12, Status of Forces Policies, Procedures, and Informa​tion), foreign civil litigation (AFI 51-301, Civil Litigation, Jul 94), foreign claims (AFI 51-501, Tort Claims, Jul 94), law of armed conflict (AFI 51-401, Training and Reporting to Insure Compliance with the Laws of Armed Conflict, Jul 94) and requests for political asylum or temporary refuge (AFI 51-704, Handling Requests for Political Asylum and Temporary Refuge, Jul 94) will be referred to the servicing SJA.

        4.  Legal Assistance.  To the greatest extent possible, legal assistance for personal problems arising during the deployment will be deferred until deployment termination.  For problems requiring immediate attention, contact the servicing SJA.

    c.  After Deployment.  After deployment, the SJA of the deploying unit will ensure that an after action report is forwarded electronically to the OCONUS Deployment Coordinator for the Judge Advocate General’s Air National Guard Council.  He / she will ensure redistribution to HQ USAF/JAI, HQ USAFE/JA, and other concerned agencies.  This report must follow the specific format prescribed by the ANG Assistant to the Judge Advocate General.

    b.  (U)  Operational command and control of deployed forces will transfer to USAFE/CC upon crossing 10 degrees W longitude.

    d.  (U)  The deployed commander will coordinate all activities with the host base commander.  The host base commander will be the approving authority for all activities on the host base regardless of the rank of the deployed commander.

    e.  (U)  Command of deployed forces will remain with each respective unit's deployment commander.

    f.  (U)  COMTAC will exercise operational command and control of the deployed force until crossing of 10 degrees W longitude and will reassume operational control for the redeployment of the deployed force upon recrossing 10 degrees W longitude.

    g.  (U)  Problems encountered by the deployed unit will be resolved by HQ USAFE AOS/CC at DSN 480-7300.
