SUBJECT:  Welcome and Information

1.  We were recently advised of your selection to attend the Environmental Law Update Course here at the Air Force Judge Advocate General (AFJAG) School from 14 - 16 February 2000.  On behalf of the faculty and staff, welcome to Maxwell Air Force Base and the AFJAG School.  All lectures and seminars will be held at the AFJAG School (Dickinson Law Center, Building 694) which is located on Chennault Circle at Maxwell.  The course is designed to be of most benefit to installation level attorneys with environmental law responsibilities. 

2.  We will make billeting arrangements.  While we will do our best to have everyone housed on base, we cannot guarantee that space will allow us to do this.  Please do not call billeting directly to make your own reservation as this may result in duplicate entries.  Reservations with billeting will begin on Sunday, 13 February.  If you are arriving before that date, or after midnight on the 13th, please contact our course director so that alternate reservations can be made.  Regardless of where you are ultimately billeted, it will still be necessary to check in with the Billeting Office or “University Inn,” Building 157 (the “high rise” next to the Officers’ Club), upon arrival.  Be prepared to provide a copy of your orders to billeting.  As your quarters may be some distance from the Billeting Office, do not release any transportation until after you check in.

3. For those flying into Montgomery, please check the Maxwell Air Force Base bulletin board located in the baggage claim area for a base telephone number to make arrangements for a government vehicle to pick you up.  The bulletin board is located next to the automatic door leading to the airport parking area.  A telephone number for the 42nd Transportation Squadron will be listed.  Of course, commercial taxis are available for an approximate fare of $15.00, which is reimbursable.  If authorized on your orders, rental cars may also be leased at the airport. 

4.  An alternative arrangement some students have used is flying into Atlanta or Birmingham, obtaining rental cars, and driving into Maxwell.  The cost savings in flying into those airports rather than Montgomery may justify the expense of the rental car.  Driving time from Atlanta

is approximately two and a half hours Westbound on I-85.  Birmingham is about an hour and a half away coming South on I-65.  While we neither encourage nor discourage this means of travel, you may wish to at least compare the costs and balance them against the additional driving time and the convenience of a rental car. 

5.  There will be a voluntary get-acquainted gathering for the class at the Officers’ Club on Monday, 14 February, after your last class of the day.  To cover costs involved in the get-acquainted function, along with the daily refreshments of tea, coffee, cocoa and beverages, a social charge of $20.00 will be collected at the same time as the course registration.  You will be provided with a complete breakout of the costs and a receipt for your payment.  Payment by personal check is preferred.  For the course registration, please bring one copy of your orders.  For those desiring CLE credit, please have your state bar number available.

6.  The course is scheduled to begin on Monday, 14 February at 0745 in the Kuhfeld Auditorium of the AFJAG School.  The course is currently scheduled to end at 1130 on Wednesday, 16 February.  If you are leaving by air, do not schedule your departure flight from Montgomery until after 1245.  Early departures from the course will not be authorized.

7.  The Environmental Law Update Course has several seminar sessions included for which you may select three different topics.  However, due to space limitations, we need you to indicate, in advance, which seminars you wish to attend.  A list of seminar electives and a sign- up form is attached to assist you in your selections (Attachment 3).  Please fill out the sign-up form and either mail or fax it to Major Broseker, or send an e-mail to him indicating your selections as soon as you can.  If the school does not receive a sign-up form or e-mail from you indicating your selections, you will be placed in seminars according to availability.

8.  We look forward to meeting you and expect you will find the course to be both rewarding and enjoyable.
