SUBJECT:  Welcome and Information

1.  Congratulations on your selection to attend Class 01‑A of the Deployed Air Reserve Components Operations and Law Course (DARCOLC), 23 - 25 February 2001.  My faculty and staff look forward to seeing you at the Air Force Judge Advocate General (AFJAG) School.    We have established a Public DocuShare home page that you may access for information about the course: http://afls14.jag.af.mil/dscgi/ds.py/View/Collection-115.  We will periodically update it with items such as the draft course schedule.

2.  DARCOLC provides commanders and judge advocates who would deploy during overseas operations with an understanding of the complex operational and legal issues that arise during the deployment and re-deployment of ANG and AFRC units or unit packages.  To foster a "team" approach, commanders and judge advocates from each unit will be seated together during lectures and will be assigned to the same seminar.

3.  Enclosed is a diskette with a reservation form, the scenario involved in the course (a TDY deployment to Konya AB, Turkey), the Exercise Support Plan (ESP) and related orders for the deployment.  Also included is the Air Force Judge Advocate General School Welcome Book.  Please complete and return (mail or FAX) the Reservation Form by 9 February to help us reserve rooms and schedule transportation requests.  Also, since there will be little free time during the course, before coming to Maxwell AFB please review the scenario, the ESP, and the orders, and be prepared to discuss the deployment. 

4.  We will make billeting arrangements and will do our best to have everyone housed on base; however, since the course starts at the end of the week, most quarters may already be occupied.  In that case, normal procedure at Maxwell AFB is to place off-base participants in contract quarters, in which event it will be necessary for you to pay at the hotel or motel and be reimbursed through your travel voucher.  Should you be off base, we will arrange for government transportation to and from base.  In order to provide some convenience, especially for dining on Saturday night, you may wish to have a rental car authorized on a team member’s orders.  Unfortunately, it is not possible to determine in advance who will be staying on or off base (note, however, that all general officers do stay on base).  Please do not directly contact Billeting, as that may result in duplicate reservations and could cause some participants to be forced off base unnecessarily.  Should you not be able to attend the course, please let us know as soon as possible, so that we may cancel your room reservation and perhaps avoid sending someone off base.  PLEASE NOTE:  All Air Force dormitories are non‑smoking facilities.
5.  Participants need to arrive in Montgomery on Thursday, 22 February.  Upon arrival, please go directly to the Billeting Office in Building 157 (the "high rise" near the Officers' Club).  Government transportation may be available from the Montgomery airport (Dannelly Field) to Maxwell Air Force Base on Thursday, 22 February.  If a government vehicle meets your flight, it will be parked as you exit the terminal building to your left in the "Taxi Park" area.  If you have arranged for a rental car, the major companies have desks in the airport lobby.  Commercial taxi service is also available for approximately $15.00.  Don't release your transportation until you've checked in at the Billeting Office, since your on-base quarters may be some distance from Billeting or you may have to stay off base.  Some participants prefer to fly into Birmingham or Atlanta and rent a car, which may be cheaper than flying into Montgomery.  Should you do so, when booking your return flight please remember that Atlanta is one hour ahead of Montgomery.

6.  One social function has been planned for the course, a get-acquainted social at the Maxwell Officers Club (pay-as-you-go bar) at 1800 on Friday, 23 February.  Dress is casual.  The cost for this function and daily amenities such as pastries, coffee and juice is $25.00, which is compensated by per diem.  You will not need a coat and tie for any school-related activity.  We have not scheduled any function for Saturday, 24 February.  Lists of restaurants and other social possibilities are in the Welcome Book, along with maps and instructions on how to get to them. 

7.  The uniform for all course sessions is either flight suit or battle dress uniform (BDU).  A service dress uniform is not required for any course function.  February can be cold in Alabama, so outside coats may be prudent.

8.  The course will be held in the Dickinson Law Center, Bldg 694.  The course will begin promptly at 0730 on Friday, 23 February (the building will be open after 0700 for you to find your seat and enjoy a pastry and a cup of coffee).  Money (checks made payable to "JAG School Social Fund" are preferred) for the event and amenities noted above and one copy of your orders will be collected during in-processing.  If you desire CLE credit, please bring your bar number.

9.  The course will end at approximately 1200 on Sunday, 25 February; if you are leaving by air, please do not schedule your departure flight from Montgomery until after 1330.  I recommend you make your return reservations as soon as possible, since Sunday flights out of Montgomery tend to get fully booked.
