The Judge Advocate General regretfully announces the death of Major General James Taylor, Jr., former Deputy Judge Advocate General of the Air Force, on Sunday, 16 December 2001.  A graveside service will be held at Arlington National Cemetery on Tuesday, 8 January 2002 at 1100.

 

Major General Taylor, 74, was an Associate Dean and Professor of Law Emeritus of the Wake Forest University School of Law.  He earned his associate of arts degree from Mars Hill College, his bachelor of arts degree in 1947 from the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill, where he also received his juris doctor degree in 1949.  He practiced law from 1949 to 1951 in Boone, NC.  Later in 1951, he joined the Air Force and served until his retirement in 1983.  That year, after his military career, Major General Taylor joined the Wake Forest University School of Law.  He was the Director of Clinical programs from 1983 to 1999.  In 1983, he became professor of law and in 1985 and the Associate Dean for External Affairs.  He served the university until his retirement in 2000. 

 

Major General Taylor is survived by his wife of 49 years, Louise Taylor; his daughter, Dawn Battiste; and the beloved members of his extended family.
